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Course Description

Italian Il ACP is an intermediate course continuing the emphasis on oral communication with greater proficiency in the target
language. The development of conversational flexibility in a range of circumstances beyond immediate survival needs is stressed, as
is reading and writing competence. Contemporary Italian culture is explored in greater depth.

Based upon the following list of proficiencies, each student must demonstrate a minimum competency level of 65%. Competencies
will be measured by way of an evaluation program consisting of teacher observations of student performance, tests, quizzes,
classwork, homework, projects, and class participation, as well as class attendance in accordance with the high school's attendance

policy.
