f. At LOINS, technology is integrated into the learning process. Students will be asked to bring their own devices,
such as an iPad, to class.

i. Scholars are expected to attend school wearing comfortable shoes. Wearing open shoes, birkenstocks, and/or
crocs is strictly prohibited.

j. Wearing studded football shoes is strictly prohibited for safety purposes

k. Toassist in scholar identification and for safety purposes, wearing the scholar ID is mandatory for all scholars
while on campus.

. All student belongings should be labeled,including the school uniform, backpack, water bottle, and lunchbox.

XIV. Nutrition and Lunchboxes

a. LOINS is committed to promoting healthy eating habits on school grounds to enhance our students' mental and
physical growth. To support this initiative, we encourage parents to ensure that the lunch box contains a variety
of healthy foods rich in essential nutrients such as fruits and vegetables, proteins, whole grains, and dairy
products.

b. The school offers eating areas for scholars during break times. Food and beverages are not allowed in
classrooms or hallways.

c. Sharing food with classmates or school peers is not allowed to ensure every scholar’s wellbeing and to avoid
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any food allergy.

d. Parents are encouraged to avoid packing food that contain common allergens such as nuts.

e. Unhealthy food such as chewing gums, chips, candies, soft drinks, or coffee, are prohibited within school
premises.

f.  During events and celebrations, we emphasize that food should not be included in any distributions, if
applicable.

g. Parents must ensure that food sent with their child to school events aligns with the healthy eating practices and
supports the overall well-being of students.

h. Our school cafeteria supports our students' healthy eating habits and is ready to serve our G1 to G11 students
with a variety of healthy food and snacks.

XV.Health

a. LOINS is committed to providing a safe environment that supports the health and well-being of our scholars.

b. Parents must ensure that children with contagious diseases or conditions, such as chickenpox, measles,
Covid-19, the flu, or lice, do not attend classes or exams until the quarantine period has ended. Upon returning
to school, a clearance report from a physician must be provided.

c. Incase of absence for more than two consecutive days, a medical report must be provided upon the scholars’
return to school.

d. The school's administrative and educational staff continuously monitor students and ensure healthcare
supervision through the school's infirmary.

e. Incase of any incidents within the school premises, parents will be contacted immediately while maintaining
utmost confidentiality. First aid actions will be applied according to the parents’ recommendations stated in the
student medical file.

f. Parents are expected to report any health update to the school and update the medical file accordingly. Special
health conditions require the submission of a medical report to the school to ensure that appropriate support
and care are provided.

g. Parents must refrain from sending any medication with their child to school, except in certain cases determined
eligible according to the school policy and with prior coordination with the school nurse.

h. Smoking is strictly prohibited on school premises to maintain a healthy educational environment. The school
reserves the right to take any appropriate action in case of violation in accordance with MOE regulations.

XVI.Cubbies and Lockers

e For Kindergarten Students: Cubbies

o At the beginning of the school year, each kindergarten student is assigned a cubby and a key, which
must be returned at the end of the academic year.

e For G1 to G11 students: Lockers
o Thelocker is school property, therefore, it is the student's responsibility to keep it in excellent condition
(maintaining its cleanliness, refraining from storing food inside it, and avoiding any sort of damage)

o Students are responsible for their personal belongings within the locker, so it should never be left open.

o Lockers should only be used for storing permitted school items.

o The school reserves the right to periodically inspect the contents of the lockers in coordination in the
presence of the scholar.

o Students are not allowed to open each other's lockers.

o Students who violate any of the above mentioned locker rules or lose their key will be subject to a
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penalty determined by the administration.
