Eligibility:

e The contest is open to students enrolled from Kindergarten through Grade
12.

e Participants must obtain prior permission from their parents, legal
guardians, or teachers to enter the competition.

Performance Specifications:

Each participant may submit only one video performance.

e The performance duration should be between 2 to 3 minutes for all
participants, regardless of grade.

e The story can be told in English or Hindi but must be appropriate for the
participant’s age group.

e The video must be recorded in a quiet environment with clear audio and
video quality.

e The story must be engaging, suitable for the audience, and free from any
offensive or inappropriate content.

Steps:

Choose any story of your choice.

Read and understand the story thoroughly.

Retell the story in your own words in English or Hindi.
Prepare a video where the child narrates the story.
Ensure the video has clear audio and video quality.
Submit the video as per the competition guidelines.
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Submission Requirements:

e Participants must upload their storytelling video on YouTube, Facebook,
Instagram, Google Drive, DropBox, or any other online service.

e Tag #EduJunior ( Not Mandatory ) in the video and share the link with
us.

Entry Fee and Registration:

e There is an entry fee of INR 199, payable upon registration.

e To register and submit your entry, please fill out the online registration form
provided and proceed with the payment.

e Registration will be closed on December 30th, 2025.

Evaluation Criteria:

e Performances will be judged based on creativity, storytelling technique,
clarity, engagement, and overall performance.

e The Judges' evaluation will determine the final outcome for each
participant.

o Receive the payment receipt via email.



e Step 2: Performance Submission
o Upload your storytelling video to any platform (YouTube, Facebook,
Instagram, Google Drive, Dropbox, etc.).
o Tag #EdudJunior if posting on social media.
o After registration, you will receive a submission link on WhatsApp.
o Submit your video link via the provided form by January 5th, 2026.

e Step 3: Announcement and Awards
o Wait for the announcement period where winners and runners-up
will be declared.
o Certificates and awards will be awarded to the winners and
runners-up.
