The first output was in 1940.

In 1941 all boys went to the war. During the war our school invited students
from Leningrad. There were a lot of difficulties during the studying those days but
teachers did their best.

The teachers who defended our motherland were Alexandr Morshchinin, Boris
Morshchinin, Ivan Lapin, Sergey Dundin, Gennady Kamalyagin, Alexandr Korolev.
