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Herb Alpert (b. 1935)

American trumpeter, composer and producer. One of the leading jazz players
of his generation. In the 1960s became known for his unique style that
combined jazz with mariachi. Won nine Grammy Awards and sold over 72
million albums worldwide.
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Randy Brecker (b. 1945)

American trumpeter, flugelhornist and composer. Played with many rock and
jazz bands. In 1998 won a Grammy for his Album /nfo the Sun in which he
played Brazilian and Latino, Punk and Jazz music.
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Benny Goodman (1909-1986)

American clarinetist, bandleader and composer, one of the musicians who
created the swing style in the 1930s and was called “King of Swing.” At his
peak led some of the most important Big Bands in New York.
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Al Jolson (1885-1950)

American singer, actor and comedian. Born in Lithuania. His record Sonny
Boy was the first American album to sell three million copies. Fought against
discrimination of blacks and paved the way for Black musicians among them
Louis Armstrong, Duke Ellington, Fats Waller and Ethel Waters.

American saxophonist and bossa-nova musician. Prominent jazz player of the
second half of the 20th century. Collaborated with musicians Anténio Carlos
Jobim and Joao Gilberto. Their single, The Girl from Ipanema, sung by Astrud
Gilberto, is one of the most recorded songs of all times.

American composer and saxophonist. Began playing the clarinet at age 12.
Considered one of the most popular jazz musicians. Member of the Dave
Brubeck Quartet and composed their famous hit Take Five.
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(Tim Hauser (1941-2014

American singer and composer, founder of the vocal quartet The Manhattan
Transfer famous for their a cappella, swing and pop performances. The group
won two Grammy Awards in 1980 and 1982. Hauser’s only solo album, Love
Stories, was released in 2007.
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(The Barry Sisters (Duo

The stage name of the Bagelman sisters, Clara and Minnie, Yiddish jazz
singers. Began their career in the 1940s and continued for three decades.
Appeared on the Ed Sullivan show, toured worldwide and even entertained
.Israeli troops after the Yom Kippur War
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John Zorn (b. 1953)

American Jewish saxophonist and avant-garde composer. His music is influenced by
electronic music, metal, Hassidic music and others. Collaborated with other artists
including Lou Reed, Mike Patton and the Israeli saxophone player Daniel Zamir.
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Steve Khan (b. 1947)
American jazz guitarist and composer. Considered the leading innovative
guitarist of his generation in the Latin jazz genre. Among the pioneers of



Fusion in the 1970s in New York. In 1998 was included in the list of 22 leading
jazz guitarists.
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Sophie Tucker (1887-1996)

American singer, comedian and actor. Rose to fame in 1925 with her song My
Yiddishe Momme which she performed throughout America. During the 1950s
and 60s was considered the First Lady of Entertainment and appeared as a
guest on popular television shows.
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Mel Torme (1925-1999)

American singer, composer, pianist and actor. In the 1940s and 50s recorded
many solo albums. In the 1960s he arranged and recorded popular pop
songs. In 1945 wrote the music and co-wrote the lyrics for The Christmas
Song which became a classic.
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Herbie Mann (1930-2003)

American flutist and composer. Rose to fame in the 1960s when he first
collaborated with musicians from Cuba and Brazil becoming one of the first to
introduce bossa nova and ethnic music to a wide audience. Mann recorded
about 100 albums.
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Meredith Monk (b. 1942)

American vocalist, composer, choreographer and stage director known for her
rich vocal performances. Composed the background music for the movies of
the Coen brothers, Jean Luc Godard and many others. In 2015 awarded the
National Medal for the Arts by President Barack Obama.
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Cy Coleman (1939-2004)

American composer, songwriter and jazz pianist. As a child appeared in
acclaimed recitals at Carnegie Hall. In the 1960s started to write musicals with
Caroline Leigh including Hey, Look Me Over and The Best Is Yet to Come.
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Harry Connik Jr. (b. 1967)

American jazz composer and saxophonist. Recorded his first album aged 11.
His music was influenced by the blues and jazz of his hometown, New
Orleans. After Hurricane Katrina was active in raising funds for hurricane relief
and to increase awareness of the plight of stranded citizens.
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Joshua Redman (b. 1969)

American jazz saxophonist and composer. In 1991 graduated summa cum
laude with a degree in Social Studies from Harvard University and started a
flourishing career. Collaborated with important jazz players including Herbie
Hancock, Pat Metheny, and many others.
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Buddy Rich (1917-1987)

American jazz drummer. Started to appear at a young age and at 15 regarded
as the second highest paid child entertainer. Sold millions of albums
worldwide. Collaborated with the leading musicians of his time including Frank
Sinatra and Louis Armstrong.
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Artie Shaw (1910-2004)

American musician, composer, clarinetist and actor. During the 1930s and 40s
led one of America’s most popular big bands. Was the first white musician to
engage a black singer, Billy Holiday, to appear as soloist with his band of
white musicians.
