This is a fun league, played in a scramble format at Bethany
Bay Golf Club - 37270 Clubhouse Lane, Ocean View, DE 19970, 302-539-3833. All four players will tee off, the
group then decides which is the best shot - the others move their ball to that spot, then continue until the ball
is holed out. Cost to play is $18 to walk with your own cart, $22 if you walk and rent their walking cart or $30
if you ride.

This league plays 9 holes on Tuesday mornings with a shotgun start at 10:00. Please arrive by NO later than
9:40 a.m. to allow time to pay and be in/at your carts by 9:50 to leave for our first tees. We will begin June 3™,
and our last date of play will be August 26™. All members play and participate at their own risk and should
review and adhere to local, state and government advisories, as well as course policies.

The sign-up for this league is through the LPGA Eastern Shore’s website. This league is geared for beginning
golfers or those who are not concerned with scoring; however, some basic knowledge of rules and golf
etiquette are helpful. No handicap is required.

As Captains, we will be in touch with you every week through Evites (email invites). You will need to respond
to the Evite by noon on Sunday ONLY if you plan to play golf Tuesday morning. We have no control over the 3
choices embedded on the Evite system. In that regard we ask everyone to ONLY respond if you plan to play.
PLEASE DO NOT REPLY IF YOUR ANSWER IS “MAYBE” OR “NO”. In addition to “yes”, please comment
whether you plan to walk or ride. IMPORTANT: Be sure to click the response tab for your reply to be registered,
otherwise, you will not be added to the roster. If you need to cancel after responding “yes”, you can do so via the
Evite and change your response from “yes” to “no”. The deadline for cancellations is noon on Sunday. Please
be aware of the Chapter’s Cancellation Policy: If you fail to cancel by the day/time identified by your League
Captain in the Welcome Letter, you will not be invited to play the following week. After three incidents,
your name will be removed from that league’s roster for the remainder of the season. The full policy may
be found on our website.

Afterwards, we typically go to lunch at Salted Rim, and all are welcome.
In case of light RAIN, we will be golfing. If you are a “fair weather golfer;” you may want to check the forecast
before responding to the Evite. If there is heavy rain or lightning, golf will be canceled. You will be notified by

email. Also, you are allowed to bring a guest two times during the season, if space is available.
