●​ Choose stations that interest you. When you complete an activity, the exhibitor will sign the 

matching square on your Bingo card. 
●​ Your goal: Connect four in a row — horizontally, vertically, or diagonally. 
●​ Once you’ve completed four in a row, turn in your signed Bingo card to be entered in the prize
