Placement Exams for the Major:

Math Placement Test - Only if your SAT MAT was less than 550 or your ACT MAT was less than
22. Take this online placement test as soon as possible and prior to registering for classes. If
you don’t pass the Math Placement Test with a score of 10 or higher, then register for MAT
1010. If you score higher than 10 and you have a strong background in statistics from high
school, take STT 2820. (STT 2820 will fulfill Gen Ed and major requirements.)

o Note: All English Literary Studies: ENG xxxx (LS) designation courses have a
prerequisite of R C 1000, First Year Writing (R C = Rhetoric & Composition.)
