We Are Confronted with the Gospel of Jesus Christ and What do We Know?

o We need to confess with our mouth.

o We need to believe that He is alive — He rose from the dead.

e Doesn’t matter who we are — If we, “CALL ON THE NAME OF THE LORD (we) WILL BE SAVED."

® We are saved by God’s gracious gift of salvation — Not by our works.
e Then, comes the “So What” of Faith
