Rent a Hen! 

 

2-4 laying hens, equipment, and supplies for the 
“growing season”  May through October. 

 

What you get: 
★​ 2-4 Hens - ages 16 weeks to 2 years - 4 to 6 eggs per bird per week.  

Birds socialized by all the kids here at Avalon!  Hens might take 
a few weeks to settle in and lay consistently. 

★​ Chicken tractor (mobile coop) with equipment designed and 
built by High Hopes 4-H Club members. 

★​ Feed - all natural, locally grown and produced Poulin feed is 
provided.   Organic feed available at additional price. 

★​ Bedding - Becomes organic matter for your compost, or we can 
pick up your used bedding for a small fee 

★​ Evaluation of your set up if needed and laying hen education,  
★​ Guidebook produced in conjunction with High Hopes 4-H Club, 
★​ Drop off and/or pick up of supplies/waste   

○​ Frequency 
■​ Seasonally - Delivery Days - late April, early May.  Pick 

up mid October - will be communicated in September 
■​ Monthly or weekly - special trip 

○​ round trip from our farm at 1841 Main St. ; Fairfax, VT 05454 
■​  within 15 miles - Free on delivery/pick up days - or $5 

per special trip 
■​ 15 to 30 miles - $5 on Delivery/pick up Days - or $10 per 

special trip 
■​ More than 30 miles - $.75 per mile over 15 miles per trip 

 

What you provide: 
➢​ Care of hens - really just 5 minutes a day - checking and 

refilling food & water and collecting eggs, but more time can 
be spent socializing with the birds! 

➢​ Communication with Avalon in case of emergency or illness. 
➢​ Appropriate supervised space for the tractor (4’ x 8’ ish).

2025 Package Pricing  
A $50 deposit (check preferable)  will be collected separately and refunded at 

the return of the hens and coop in good condition, normal wear and tear 
expected. 

 

2-Hens - $350 - 8-10 eggs per week on average 
3-Hens - $400 - 12-15 eggs per week on average 
4-Hens - $450 - 16-24 eggs per week on average 

 

We do ask you to plan for how many eggs you will need and use the eggs 
for your family, not for sale.  It is expected that from time to time you 
might have extras to give to friends and family! 
 

High Hopes 4-H gets a donation for every unit rented!   
 

Just for reference, our packages are ½ the cost of the national “Rent The 
Chicken” cost!  Which is where my 4-H’ers got the idea to start this project! 

 

Questions to be considered 
do you know the ordinances that govern chicken keeping in your town?  
Do you have an HoA?  Does it permit chickens?  What kind of predators do 
you have?  When you go on vacation, who will watch the birds? 
 

Application 
Applications will be reviewed in the order that they are received and will 
be evaluated for best placement for our feathered friends.  Vacations and 
predators are not reasons for refusal as long as you have plans for 
handling them. 
 

Adoption of hens 
The hens you have for the summer might be available for permanent 
adoption, please ask for more information.  $35 per hen. 
 

Death of hens 
Occasionally it happens.  If a hen dies of illness or randomly, we will 
provide a replacement hen (no guarantee of breed or type).  If a hen dies 
due to predators while free ranging or management issues, you will be 
expected to pay the cost of replacement $35 per hen. 
 
Possible additional fees: Due to the potential increase of feed and/or fuel expenses, prices for one or 

both of these items might change a little at delivery time.
