Concert Dress (Both Band & Choir) 
Part of being a musician is taking pride in the ensemble’s appearance when playing for an audience. 

Therefore, we have a dress code that enhances the concert experience for audience and performers alike. 

 

Concert Dress: Students MUST wear black and white for all of our concerts.  

Your outfit must include: 

●​ Black Pants OR Ankle Length Maxi Skirts. Students should be wearing black from waist to ankle! No 

short skirts or athletic pants.  

●​ White Dress Shirt or Blouse (short sleeve minimum - NO Sleeveless/Straps/Tanks, etc.). Students 

should be wearing plain white on top with at least shoulders covered. No other colors may be worn. 

●​ Neckties and Bowties of any color are optional but preferred and highly encouraged. 

●​ Black dress shoes (preferred) OR your nicest, darkest shoes with black socks or stockings (no open 

toes). Girls are discouraged from wearing excessively high heels.​
 

We would like to see the students looking as nice as possible so that we can have a uniform presentation that 

focuses on the importance of the group. Please plan ahead and figure out if you need to purchase or borrow 

clothing for concerts. The Band students will wear this concert dress at all grade levels in Middle School Band.​
