Only the email address of the correspondence author should be mentioned. The abstract should present a concise statement of the introduction, aim, methodology, findings/results, discussion, and conclusions of the paper. Scientific names should follow a standard method. For example, Rhizophora mangle. Manuscripts should use SI units and do not mix complete spellings and abbreviations of units (0.36 ± 0.02 mg kg-1).
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
