Relevance and purpose of scientific work. 7The relevance of the study is due to the
need for scientific substantiation of factors that really affect the adoption of legally
significant decisions by judges in the criminal process of Ukraine. The formulation of
not a desired, but a real mechanism for making judicial decisions will allow to predict
the results of any criminal proceedings more accurately, minimizing extra-procedural
decision-making factors, including corruption risks. The purpose of the scientific
work is to formulate an algorithm for making judicial decisions based on statistical
analysis, which can be used to predict the results of criminal proceedings.

Brief description of the work: The content of the research is presented in three
stages: 1) analysis of the relevant problem in Ukraine and the countries of the EU,
USA, Great Britain, etc.; 2) statistical analysis of court decisions and factors
influencing their adoption; 3) formulation own algorithm for making court decisions
in criminal proceedings.

Expected results and publications: Based on the outcome of the scientific work, the
following scientific results are expected: 1) scientifically based concept of improving
the criminal procedural legislation regarding the mechanisms of making procedural
decisions by the court; 2) allocation of obvious and non-obvious factors, which are
taken into account by judges in the process of making criminal procedural decisions
and determination of their specific weight when formulating the final decision;
3) development of the own algorithm for making criminal procedural decisions by
judges and in a form of computer program, which is planned to be published in free
access for all who are interested. It is planned to publish 2-3 articles in domestic
professional journals every quarter to demonstrate the progress and results of the
research with the aim of publishing at least 10 articles, theses of reports at scientific
events during the research period.
