Individual Entrepreneur EVATRAVEL (Identification Code 01001023966), represented by Davit Pavlovich
Raskevich (dual citizenship: Georgia and the Russian Federation), hereinafter referred to as the “Service
Provider”, on the one hand, and (citizen of the Russian Federation),

hereinafter referred to as the “Client”, on the other hand, jointly referred to as the “Parties”, have entered
into this Agreement as follows:

1. Subject of the Agreement

1.1. Under this Agreement, the Service Provider undertakes to provide the Client with tourist services
related to participation in a package group tour within the territory of Georgia during the period from __ to
___ 2026 in accordance with the tour program (Appendix No. 1), and the Client undertakes to pay for such
services in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth herein.

1.2. Within the framework of this Agreement, the Service Provider shall provide the following services:

transportation services in accordance with the tour program (including airport transfer in Tbilisi);
accommodation in 3% or 4% hotels (depending on the selected comfort level), Standard room
category with breakfast included;

guided excursions according to the tour program;

meals and additional activities expressly specified in the tour program (including welcome dinner,
lunch in Kakheti, wine tastings and master classes);

entrance tickets to sites included in the tour program;

medical insurance for the duration of the trip.

The tour price does not include:

airfare;
meals not specified in the tour program,;
personal expenses;

any other services not expressly provided in this Agreement or Appendix No. 1.

1.3. The Service Provider reserves the right to modify the sequence of visits or replace certain sites with
equivalent alternatives due to objective reasons (weather conditions, restricted access, operational changes),
while preserving the overall scope and quality of services.

1.4. Hotel substitution, if necessary, shall be made only with an equivalent hotel category without changing
the tour price.

2. Rights and Obligations of the Client
2.1. The Client shall pay the tour price in two installments:

e 30% of the total price within 3 (three) days from the date of signing this Agreement;
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o 70% on the day of arrival in Tbilisi at the time of hotel check-in.
2.2. The Client shall provide personal data necessary for hotel bookings and issuance of medical insurance.

2.3. Prior to the start of the tour, the Client may change the list of persons participating in the tour under
this Agreement, subject to written notification of the Service Provider.

3. Rights and Obligations of the Service Provider

3.1. The Service Provider shall render services in accordance with the scope agreed in this Agreement and
Appendix No. 1.

3.2. The Service Provider may adjust the tour program within a region or change the order of regions due to
unfavorable weather conditions or other objective reasons, while preserving the overall set of regions and
services.

3.3. Hotel substitution is permitted only with an equivalent category without increasing the tour price.

4. Price and Payment Procedure
4.1. The price of the Agreement is established in the national currency of Georgia — Georgian Lari (GEL).

The cost of services is ( ) GEL per person in double occupancy.

Any ruble equivalent is provided for informational purposes only and is not fixed.
4.2. Payment shall be made as follows:

e 30% within 3 (three) days from the date of signing the Agreement;
e 70% on the day of arrival in Tbilisi at hotel check-in in cash in GEL or USD at the applicable
exchange rate.

4.3. In the event of payment in a foreign currency, the conversion shall be carried out at the Service
Provider’s internal exchange rate valid on the date of actual receipt of the funds.

4.4. Refunds (if applicable) shall be made to the same payment details from which the original payment
was made.

5. Liability of the Parties

5.1. The Parties shall be liable for non-performance or improper performance of their obligations in
accordance with the legislation of Georgia.

5.2. The Client shall promptly notify the Service Provider of any deficiencies during the tour. Claims
regarding the quality of services shall be submitted in writing within 20 (twenty) calendar days after the
end of the tour.

5.3. Failure to submit claims within the specified period may be regarded as confirmation of proper
performance of services.

5.4. The Service Provider shall not be liable for the Client’s subjective assessment of the services provided,
provided that such services were rendered in accordance with the tour program.

6. Cancellation and Refund Policy

6.1. The Client may cancel participation in the tour prior to its commencement by providing written notice
to the Service Provider.

6.2. In case of cancellation less than 14 (fourteen) calendar days prior to the start of the tour, the 30%
advance payment shall be non-refundable.

6.3. If, at the time of cancellation, the Service Provider has incurred additional documented expenses
exceeding the advance payment, the Client shall compensate such expenses.

6.4. In case of cancellation due to valid reasons (serious illness of the Client or close relative, death of a
close relative, or other objective circumstances preventing participation), provided written notice is given
no later than 7 (seven) calendar days before the start of the tour, the advance payment shall be refunded
minus documented expenses actually incurred.

6.5. Valid reasons must be supported by official documents.

6.6. In case of no-show on the tour start date, all paid amounts shall be non-refundable.

7. Force Majeure

7.1. The Client is entitled to a refund of the advance payment in full in case the trip is cancelled due to
circumstances beyond the control of both Parties (force majeure, flight suspension, airline cancellation,
etc.). The Service Provider shall be entitled to deduct documented expenses already incurred.

8. Dispute Resolution
8.1. The Parties shall attempt to resolve disputes through negotiations.

8.2. If no agreement is reached, disputes shall be resolved in accordance with the legislation of Georgia in
the competent court of Georgia.
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9. Final Provisions

9.1. This Agreement enters into force upon signing and remains valid until full performance of obligations
by the Parties.

9.2. Any amendments shall be valid only if made in writing.

9.3. This Agreement may be concluded electronically by exchange of signed copies.
