He was the author of  
several books, including The Age of Hate: Andrew Johnson and the Radicals (1930), The Eve of 
Conflict: Stephen A. Douglas and the Needless War (1934), Conflict: the American Civil War

(1918-28). She served twice as president of the Tennessee Women's Press Association, as a founder 
of the Chattanooga Area Historical Association, and as a long-time Hamilton County Historian.

Educational Task Force (1962-1970), he promoted the development of Chattanooga State Technical 
Community College and the consolidation of the University of Chattanooga with the University of 
Tennessee system.  Walker also served as chairman of the Tennessee Local Government Study 
Commission (1973-74), the Miller Park Board (1974-), the Greater Chattanooga Bicentennial 
Commission (1974-76), and the Tivoli Renovation Board (1988-89), among other civic and 
political activities. 
The collection contains material from 1935-2007.  However, most of the material consists of 
mayoral records from 1971-1975.  These records deal with all aspects of city government and 
operations including annexation, finance, economic development, the energy crisis of 1973-74, 
federal and state programs, fire and police protection, highway development, human services, parks 
and recreation, inter-governmental affairs, taxation, social functions, City Hall renovation, urban 
development, and all city departmental functions.  Mayor Walker was also confronted by such 
problems as a racial riot in 1971, a disastrous explosion on 9th Street (now Martin Luther King, Jr.
