PHOTOGRAPHY CONTEST REGULATIONS

I. GENERAL REGULATIONS

1.1.,,The COINS 2026 project’s organised student photography contest (from here on — contest)
regulations describe the contest’s aims, state the requirements for contest participants, the

execution of the contest’s organisation, assessment of work and awarding of winners.
1.2. The contest is organised by ,,The COINS 2026 project.
II. AIMS
2.1. To foster students’ interest in biodiversity and its conservation.
2.2. To develop students’ creative skills.
II1. PARTICIPANTS

3.1. The contest accepts participants in grades 9-12.

IV. EXECUTION OF CONTEST

4.1. The theme of the contest is biodiversity. The photographs submitted for the contest should fit
into the genres of nature photography or microphotography. The subjects of the photographs may
be animals, plants, mushrooms, or other organisms, however, photographs of household animals

and pets will not be evaluated.

4.2. Every submitted photograph has to have a brief (up to 100 words) description. The
description must be provided in Lithuanian or English and cannot be written with the help of
artificial intelligence tools but otherwise there are no further regulations on the content of the
description (it may contain the photograph’s story, interesting facts about the photograph's

subject, etc.).



4.3. The submitted photographs must be the participant’s own work. Plagiarism and the use of

artificial intelligence will not be evaluated.

4.3. The photographs must be sent by February 9th, 2026 (inclusive), to this email:

publicawareness(@thecoins.eu.

4.4. The photographs must be in JPG (JPEG) format. The description must be sent alongside the
photograph, in PDF format.

4.5. One participant can submit 1 photograph.

4.6. All files with photographs must be named as follows: the author's name, surname, and the
photograph’s title. The files with the photographs’ descriptions must be named in the same

manner.
V. WORK ASSESSMENT, WINNERS

5.1. Four winners will be chosen, three of which will be picked by the mushroom world expert -
Aurelija Pluké and one by public voting on “The COINS 2026 project’s Facebook page
(International Conference The COINS).

5.2. The winners of the contest will be awarded prizes established by ,,The COINS 2026

project:

5.2.1. Invitations for the winning students’ class to “The COINS 2026 high school

students' program;
5.2.2.,,The COINS 2026 project’s merchandise;
5.2.3. Other prizes established by sponsors/partners.

5.3. The winners will be announced on February 23rd, 2026 in ,,The COINS 2026 webpage and

social media. The winners will be contacted personally via the provided email.
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5.4. Works that do not meet the technical criteria (plagiarism, outside of the theme, etc.),
submitted after the deadline, or works that breach the stated regulations will not be assessed and

published.
VI. FINAL REGULATIONS

6.1. The organisers have the right to use the submitted work for non-commercial purposes (the
authorship will be stated if the work is published) — for advertising and the publicization of

student photography in exhibitions and online.

6.2. Works that promote religious, ethnic contempt, or otherwise violate the laws of the Republic

of Lithuania will not be evaluated.

6.3. By submitting the photographs, the participant confirms that they are the author of the
submitted work and that the consent of the people depicted in said work to publish their images

was obtained.

6.4. In case of copyright violation, the participant who submitted the photographs will be held

fully accountable.

6.5. The submission of work to “The COINS 2026 project’s organised students’ photography

contest is considered the participant’s agreement to the stated contest regulations.
