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BRIEF SUMMARY

Development of the concept of combating corruption in Ukraine. The task of
combating corruption is one of the main ones for Ukraine on its way to European
integration aspirations. That is why it is important for the state to develop and
implement effective measures to prevent and fight corruption. In addition, active
military actions on the territory of Ukraine significantly affected the consciousness of
citizens. Under such circumstances, the phenomenon of national unity that arose in
Ukraine after the full-scale invasion of the aggressor state can be used for effective
implementation of anti-corruption measures and raising the level of legal education,
and because of legal culture. It is worth noting that in the conditions of importance
and urgency of implementation of effective anti-corruption reforms by Ukraine as a
candidate for joining the European Union, the interaction of the legislator and
scientists acquires special importance. After all, the development of effective
legislation, as well as anti-corruption plans, will be effective only if the scientific
community and representatives of state bodies cooperate.

The purposes of the work are to develop, based on the analysis of existing
scientific approaches, current domestic and foreign legislation and the practice of
their implementation, a complex scientifically and practically justified concept of
combating corruption in Ukraine, which would be based on a branch approach.

Most of the conceptual studies of the problem of corruption in general and
anti-corruption measures have a universal character and seek to develop or blindly
adapt international anti-corruption measures. At the same time, in our opinion, the
adoption of general measures of an organizational, legal, and institutional nature will
not be successful, even if there is a truly balanced anti-corruption legislation in
Ukraine. We are convinced of the need to implement a branch approach, which will
involve determining the causes and conditions of corruption in each area and based
on the analysis, developing targeted anti-corruption measures. The implementation of
such an approach will not be an operational measure, besides, its effectiveness will be
much higher and will allow to significantly reduce the level of corruption in the long
term.

A total of 48 works has been published on the topic of work, including 1
monograph, 1 manual, 10 articles in journals, which are registered by the scient
metric databases Scopus and/or Web of Science; 4 articles in foreign journals; 16
articles in professional journals of Ukraine and 16 abstracts of reports. Received 3
copyright certificates for the work.
