September and receive a grade for the first marking period (see Harriet Tubman School website) 
●​ Sign up for your child’s classroom DoJo Account.  This will provide you the opportunity to receive 

communications and updates from your child’s teacher in addition to Robocalls. 
●​ Sign up for the Parent Portal.  This gives you access to your student’s report card and progress reports (quarterly)
