HOW TO SIGN-UP:

WHO CAN ATTEND?
The Prom is open to WHS students in grades 11 or 12 plus a guest. All WHS attendees must meet all
eligibility requirements to attend. Eligibility is based on several factors.
Students can not attend if:
1. Student has accumulated 100 or more disciplinary points AND/OR student is failing 2 or more classes for the
year.
2. Students have any outstanding obligations/fines This includes fines for new ID’s/lanyards. STUDENTS MUST
PAY OUTSTANDING BALANCES BEFORE PURCHASING A TICKET!
3. Students who have accumulated 13 or more unexcused/undocumented absences.
4. Any questions regarding eligibility, please contact your grade level Assistant Principal

WHEN CAN | SIGN UP?

Ticket Sale runs between March 17 to March 28, 2024

Money + permission slips can be turned in outside of J201/J203 or dropped off at the Main Office.
Students will not be able to purchase a ticket after FRIDAY MARCH 28th. Any student who needs to
purchase a ticket after the deadline will be added to a waitlist.

WHAT IS INCLUDED? Dinner, DJ/Music, Photo Booth, Dancing and more!
WHAT IS THE DRESS CODE? This is a formal event: suit & tie, dress pants, collared shirt, dresses, etc.

CAN | BRING AN OUTSIDE GUEST? Yes, however, SPACE IS LIMITED FOR OUTSIDE GUESTS, and will
be capped at the first 100 outside guests. This is based on FIRST COME/FIRST SERVED. All outside guests
must be in high school, or one year removed from high school (graduated 2024). Outside guests must
complete the Outside Guest Form. This form must be completed and turned in no later than MARCH 28th.
Forms are available outside J201. ALL Guests outside of WHS must bring Photo ID with them to the dance.

IS THERE AN ACTUAL TICKET FOR PROM? NO! Everyone attending will simply need a photo ID to enter.

CAN | GET A REFUND? NO! There will be NO REFUNDS for the Prom. This includes if a student becomes
academically or behaviorally ineligible. If you are unsure of your eligibility, check with your Assistant
Principal before submitting payment.

WILL THERE BE RESERVED SEATING? YES! “Reserve Seating” will make sure that everyone has a place
to sit & eat AND a place to set belongings, so you can choose your own reserved seating. If you & your friend
group do not complete this step, we may assign you (and your guest) to a random table.

HOW TO RESERVE YOUR SEAT? Complete the table reservation form by entering full names of everyone in
your group (only ONE form is needed per table). Tables have 12 seats max. If your group is MORE than 12
people, we will reserve tables directly next to each other for your group. You can do that by turning in your
table reservation forms together. If you have a group of less than 12 people, we may combine with another
small group to form a table of 12. Everyone will be notified in advance as well as check in at Prom of their
assigned table number.

DO I NEED TO BE IN SCHOOL ON DAY OF PROM? YES! All attendees must be present at school on Friday
May 2nd & and stay the entire half day.

WHEN SHOULD | ARRIVE AT PROM? You can arrive at 6PM but not later than 7:00 pm and all students
must stay until at least 9:15 pm.

ARE SCHOOL RULES FOLLOWED? YES! All rules and policies of conduct & behavior of Williamstown High
School will be fully enforced during the Prom. Smoking, alcohol, illegal drugs, or any other banned substances
are NOT permitted. Any student found to possess any banned substance will be subject to immediate
disciplinary action. All students entering the dance are subject to breathalyzer screening. NO BAGS / NO
BACKPACKS are permitted. The Class of 2026 and The Claridge assume no responsibility for any personal
items or belongings.
