Lack
of evidence of leadership (in school or out of school), service to school or the community, failure to
complete ALL parts of the application including the essay, and any disciplinary referrals all factor into
membership consideration.

If you are interested in becoming a member of this prestigious organization, upload your completed application
to the Google Form by Friday, October 11th, 2024 no later than 10pm. Email me with any questions you
have about the application process. The Faculty Council will review your evidence and make final decisions
about membership. Students will be notified via email of their application decision the week of November 4th,
2024. Those students accepted into NHS will be invited to the Induction Ceremony on November 20th, 2024 in
the San Marcos High School Theatre.

Demonstration of Service and Leadership activities must have signatures of verification. In lieu of an actual
signature, the adult sponsor can verify participation by email. Please upload emails to the Google Form. Only
adult signatures are accepted.

New members of NHS will be required to participate in Mandatory Community Service over the course of the
academic year. Seniors are expected to complete 50 hours of service, and Juniors are expected to complete 25
hours of service. Membership in The National Honor Society is one of the highest honors that can be awarded
to a high school student. Please give this matter the attention it deserves.

NO LATE applications will be accepted, no exceptions.
