Astronomical Union specifications:
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1. Zeinoun:

He was a Phoenician philosopher who founded the Stoic school of philosophy, based on
the ethical ideas of virtue. He taught it in Athens since 300 BC. Stoicism was based on
affirming the goodness and intellectual peace resulting from a life of virtue in harmony
with nature. It was proved successful and flourished as a dominant philosophy in the
Hellenistic era throughout Roman era.
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2. Haramoun:

The highest mountain in eastern Lebanon. it was sanctified by the Canaanites,
Phoenicians and other civilizations. He was mentioned in the Old Testament as “Baal
Hermon.” It is known that Jesus Christ came to Mount Hermon and resided in its
vicinity to escape persecution. On that mountain, Jesus Christ was transfigured with
Moses and Elijah next to him.
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3. Cadmus:

A Phoenician prince from Tyre, he founded the city of Thebes in Greece and was its first
king. He was the one who saved his sister Europe from the Greek god Zeus, who
kidnapped her from Sidon to Greece. He was the one who published the Phoenician
alphabet in Greece, in which the ancient Greek alphabet appeared, as confirmed by the
historian Herodotus.
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4. Thales:

Thales of Malta, the Phoenician, lived between the years 562 and 640 BC. He is at the
top of the list of astronomers and mathematicians. He was the first to say that water is
the origin of life, and that the Earth floats on water. He was also the first to predict the
solar eclipse at its next date.
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5. Pythagoras

A Phoenician, born between 580-570 BC in Sidon. A year after his birth, his mother
took him to the sacred temple of Afqa, which is the temple of Adonis and Ishtar located
above Byblos, and there she cut his hair and baptized him in fulfillment of her vow.
Then he lived in Tyre until the age of eighteen, to learn there. He is the owner of the
Pythagorean theory of mathematics.
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6. Shamshattu:

In Phoenician mythology, the sun was worshiped as an independent deity called
Shamshattu, who represented life, dignity, justice and power. According to legend,
Shamshattu drove iron chariots that crossed the sky daily from east to west, bringing
heat, light and life to the world.
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7. Eshmun:

Phoenician god of healing and fertility. Even today, it remains a symbol of medicine. In
fact, a golden plaque was found near the Temple of Eshmun in Sidon, depicting the god
Eshmun with a staff in his right hand with a snake wrapped around it, a symbol that is
still used today as a symbol for doctors. Eshmun Temple has been included in the
UNESCO World Heritage List due to its archaeological importance.
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8. Melqgart:

God of the city of Tyre. His worship dates back to the tenth century BC., When Hiram,
King of Tyre, established a shrine in honor of Melgart and worked to spread his worship
among his people, then, this worship spread throughout all the Mediterranean. Melqart
was the first promote the special relationship that the city of Tyre held with its great
colony, Carthage.
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9. Jubail:

Known as "Byblos", is a Phoenician city on the Mediterranean coast. It was founded in
the sixth millennium BC as a fishing village. Byblos was famous for: exporting the
Phoenician alphabet to the world, its trade relations with Egypt, the manufacture of
Phoenician ships from cedar wood, and the manufacture of pottery. UNESCO classified
it as a World Heritage Site in 1984.
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10._Sinnin:

It is @ mountain in the western chain of Lebanon, known as its second highest peak. Its
western slopes overlook the Mediterranean Sea, while its eastern slopes slope towards
the Bekaa Valley. The origin of its name is Chaldean, derived from two words Sin and
Nin: Sin is one of the moon gods and Nin means light, thus “Mount Sinnin” stands for
“the mountain of moonlight”.

It was founded by the great god Melqart as a port and
industrial center. It was known in legend as the birthplace of Cadmus and his sister
Europe (which gave Europe continent its name).
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12. Mochoss

A Phoenician scholar, born in Sidon on the shore of the Mediterranean, in 1350 BC. He
was the first to research about the atom, and he founded a school in Beirut, where he
taught his theory of the atom. The school continued until the sixth century BC. He
believes that existence consists of indivisible atoms, and that everybody, no matter how
small, is composed of indivisible atoms.
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13. Ashtaroute

Or Astarte , The Phoenician goddess of fertility, love, and war. She was famous for her
beauty, boldness, and love of existence. She is the heroine of legends, and has been
sung by the world's great poets, writers, and painters. She is the shepherd and lover of
Adonis in Byblos and Eshmun in Sidon.
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14.Arze

(Or Cedar) is a perennial tree in the mountains of Lebanon, from which
the Phoenicians built their ships to travel the Mediterranean. It is an
important national symbol. And The cedar is in the middle of the
Lebanese flag.
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
