Midweek Passes:Passes are valid from beginning to end of season Monday-Friday during Non-Holiday Periods. Midweek
passholders receive 50% off lift ticket purchases every Saturday and Sunday and during our holiday periods, which are 12/26/25,
12/29/25 - 1/2/26 (vacation week), 1/1/26, 1/19/26 (Martin Luther King Day), and 2/16-2/20/26 (vacation week).

Winter Prime Program Pass: — Passes are valid every day from the beginning to end of the 2025-2026 winter season with no
black-out dates.

Steps to register your child:

1. Complete this google form for EACH of your children participating: (Find it on our facebook page or school website)
ACS Ski Program Student Information Form before November 14, 2025. NO LATE registrations will be accepted, this is
Gunstock’s deadline!

2. Once you submit the above form, it will give you the link to register with Gunstock. Please do not register with Gunstock

until you submit the information form above. When completing the Gunstock registration, please create the account under

your name and your child’s names will be under associates.

Once you have completed the above 2 steps, we will send home a Field Trip Permission Form, Emergency Form

4. Fill out the digital Alternative Transportation Form if your child will be staying at the mountain or will not be riding the bus
back to school.

5. Registration is complete when you have completed registration, payment and waiver signing on the Gunstock websites as
well as filled out and returned all forms to us.
