MUST HAVE FVHS ID AND ADHERE TO THIS CODE TO PARTICIPATE IN ANY/ALL SCHOOL DANCES 

 
BY ATTENDING THIS DANCE, FVHS STUDENTS AND GUESTS ARE AGREEING TO REMAIN TOBACCO, DRUG AND 
ALCOHOL FREE. STUDENTS WHO VIOLATE THE TERMS OF THE CODE OF CONDUCT MAY BE SUBJECT TO SUSPENSION 
FROM SCHOOL AND POSSIBLY LOSS OF PRIVILEGES TO PARTICIPATE IN ANY CO-CURRICULAR AND 
EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES INCLUDING ATHLETICS, CHEER, ASB, SENIOR ACTIVITIES OR COMMENCEMENT 
EXERCISES. 
 
FVHS students understand that dances are school-related events and all school rules apply.  Students agree to abide 
by the dance behavior rules set forth in this Code of Conduct, including the school dress code and any other school 
rules for dances. 
 

1.​ Students will be checked for illegal, unauthorized or controlled substance prior to entry to the dance area.  
Security will conduct “pat downs” and purse searches.  Students will be subject to a breathalyzer test before 
entering the dance.  Students who refuse to comply with searching can be denied entry. 

2.​ Dance Etiquette (applies on and off the dance floor): Lewd and lascivious dancing such as “freaking” can 
result in a student being asked to leave the event and may make him or her ineligible to attend future dances 
for the duration of the school year.  Parents may be notified.  Dancing guidelines include, but are not limited 
to: 
 

♦​ No straddling legs 

♦​ No bending over and touching the floor 

♦​ No front to back touching 

♦​ No touching of breasts, buttocks or 

genitals 

♦​ No students on shoulders of another 

 

♦​ No “making out” (no overt and/or 

prolonged public displays of affection) 

♦​ Mosh Pits are not allowed 

♦​ Hands on waists or shoulders only 

♦​ No crowd surfing 

 
3.​ The following items are not permitted at school sponsored dances and will be confiscated:

Any Illegal Substance 
Canes & Zoot Chains 
Gum 
Liquid Items 
Makeup 

Glow in the Dark Items 
Lighters/Matches 
Permanent Markers 
Pens & Pencils 
Eye Drops (Test or Toss) 
Perfume/Body Spray/Nail 
Polish 
 

Sharp Objects 
Water Bottles 
Wallet Chains 
Weapons 
Mouthwash 
Glass Bottles

DRESS CODE:  Semi Formal 
School dress code applies 
BOYS: Tuxes or suit, dress slacks, shirt and tie 
 
GIRLS: Long dress or short gown, dress or skirt, “After 6 Formal” attire. 
No revealing undergarments 
 
Any student inappropriately dressed will be asked to go home and change. Please check prior to the  
dance if you have any concerns regarding appropriate dance attire. 
 
SCHOOL RULES 
ALL SCHOOL RULES AND DISTRICT POLICIES ARE TO BE FOLLOWED AT ALL SCHOOL FUNCTIONS.  THIS 
INCLUDES DRESS CODE, BEHAVIOR AND DANCE CONDUCT. 
 

●​ No freaking, grinding or any other form of inappropriate dancing. Infractions will result in removal from dance 
without a refund. 

●​ No outside drinks or food are permitted in the dance. 
●​ No makeup, perfumes, etc. will be allowed inside the dance.  Small purse or clutch is OK. 
●​ All vehicles are subject to search, including private limos, buses, etc. 

 
PARENT/GUARDIAN 
In order to ensure that this event is a positive experience for your son/daughter, please note the following: 
 

●​ Possession and/or use of tobacco, alcohol and/or drugs is prohibited. 
●​ All students are subject to breathalyzer test 

 
Any student (or guest) arriving at the event under the influence (or in possession of) an illegal substance  
will not be admitted. In addition to alerting local law enforcement, you will be called to pick up your child  
from the dance.  
 

 
All detentions, campus beautifications and/or Life Skills Lab (Saturday School) 

assignments must be served and appropriate clearance slips turned in to 
Supervision before an FVHS student may purchase tickets.
