
h0peful Lucille / Maruyama / Msmaruyama /_yamachan

Context: 
 
h0peful Lucille was a vtuber/artist who got outed as a child groomer by her victim in October 
2020 in an unlisted video. The victim was 15-16 at the time of the incident. 
 
In response, Lucille made a shitty response video where she roleplayed as a danganronpa 
character throughout the whole thing,  
(Reupload: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=YBxlzYXr6I8 ) deleted it, and made another 
video talking about the situation addressed to her victim  
( https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=PB0cd2wxc5M ) where she claimed she was 
“deadnamed” (she is cisgender), had the likes disabled, and is counting how many times her 
victim is venting about the things she put them through.  
 
In May 2021 she announced an indefinite break from the internet ​
( https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=FI6fLDDVAfU ) per the advice of a therapist, and other 
videos are unlisted. 
 
 
Maruyama / 4chan presence 
 
On September 19th 2021 on 4chan’s /i/ board, an anonymous user who called themselves 
Maruyama made their first identifiable thread.

From there she immediately outed herself as someone who has allegations on twitter, but 
nothing was certain yet. 

 
The first thread was relatively uneventful aside from the usual imageboard infighting, but it 
was the starting point to what was to ensue in the second thread.  
However she did start using the name from this thread onward.

December 13th, after the first thread archived, Maruyama made a second thread for her art 
that is still up at the time of writing. 
https://boards.4chan.org/i/thread/664293  [Archive link] 
 
From that point Maruyama got baited into confessing what she had done to continue the 
topic from her last thread (along with tossing slurs) and changing the story to suit a better 
narrative (yet with an unfortunate choice of wording).

She has a tendency to double down and dig her own grave. 

 
But along with more infighting, Maruyama being defended, and eventual devolvement into 
two anons roleplaying a gay relationship, the drama died down quietly within the thread. 
Maruyama continued posting her progress in making a MHA fancomic. 

 
 

 



Maruyama is Lucille/Max/Sam 
 
On January 23rd 2022 Maruyama gave out links to her blogs (with yet more slurs)

This led to several accounts, namely on pixiv, pillowfort, toyhouse, twitch, patreon, and 
youtube.

All of the links above were pretty much dead accounts as far as I know. 
 
The patreon account, however, is what led to more concrete evidence.

Despite the URL, this is a new patreon. Her old patreon URL was /h0peful_lucille (as seen in 
her old videos’ descriptions) so it begs the question as to why she didn’t drop the name if 
she’s trying to hide away. 
Scrolling down her patreon you see her exclusive videos. 

 
Normally, you would have to give her money to gain access to these videos, but the preview 
has one full youtube URL to work with which led to one of Lucille’s old unlisted vtuber let’s 
plays (WATERMARKED!) on the lu channel with the same vtuber persona as seen on the 
thumbnail of one of the victim’s first videos on her.

Doubling Down 
 
After getting exposed for it on 4chan, Maruyama began to do what she does best - keep 
digging.

Further verifying the link between the Lucille of old and the Maruyama of the present day. 
 
In her attempt to rebrand and gain a presence under a new name, she couldn’t stay away 
from the internet (despite her therapist’s advice) or the attention she once had. In the same 
breath she was trying to hide away and prove people wrong (even going so far as to change 
her artstyle and fandom), she ended up exposing herself more and more, wallowing in the 
backlash. 
 
Is it a good thing that she is mainly keeping herself to 4chan? Probably, but it is worth 
knowing who she is, who she is trying to become currently, and what she is/has been trying 
to do in case she attempts to show her face in the mainstream again in the future. 
 
 
Update and Elaboration - where did she go? 
 
It is now near the end of April - about 3 months after the incident on 4chan, but I noticed the 
Wayback Machine did not archive the patreon posts, which could be very problematic for this 
case with the cropped screenshot I provided earlier showing no information on the Patreon 
account itself. The old patreon /mslucille has been renamed so it would be very difficult to 
check from there. 



However, the patreon still very much exists. 
 
It is unknown where exactly she resides currently as she’s no longer making threads on /i/ 
and her art can’t be found anywhere with reverse image search. As far as I can tell, she 
resides on Twitch (same page as listed before from her old crd redirectory), Pillowfort 
(though the last post made there was 2 months ago + using a new, slightly different 
username), and Discord. 
However, from her Discord you could retrieve the renamed Patreon as her Discord bio links 
to a new uwu.ai link redirectory as well as the MHA fancomic she’s working on:  
 

 
(Yes, this is Maruyama from the official Maruyama discord. The invite link is on her patreon. Mostly noting this to 
further solidify my grounds that this is actually her.)

From there you can find her new patreon under the URL /msmaruyama and, if you scroll 
down far enough, you can find that old youtube link again. 

 
 
In the present day, however, the link no longer works as the video (or channel) was 
removed. The Wayback Machine did not archive the video either, but the snapshot still 
reaffirms the connection between that URL and the unlisted video as the title of the tab still 
leads to the video shown earlier in the document.

Additional verification can be done when viewing the snapshot of this video’s page and going 
to the Lu channel from there, as it can then retrieve and redirect you to a snapshot of the old 
Lu YouTube channel (with her second response video “Drama hurts everyone, not just 
[you]”) that I had done the same day as this page (Jan 23rd).  
This is important to verify as the Lu YouTube channel no longer exists outside of the 
archives. 
 
 
In summary: 
As of 26th of April, 3 months after the end of her presence on Oekaki, Maruyama has been 
laying low by mostly staying within her Discord and occasionally streaming on Twitch. 
However, she had almost completely dropped the Lucille name from her usernames (now 
she has a character named Lucille Maruyama) and had continued to use the Maruyama or 
Yamachan names.  
 
In the end, Maruyama will likely: 

1.​ Try to return to a more mainstream platform 
2.​ End up exposing herself again because she can’t help herself 

 
As mentioned in my previous conclusion: while she currently may not be doing harm on a 
wider scale like she had done with a much larger platform during her h0peful Lucille days, it 
is important to be aware of her new names and be able to connect her new presence to her 
previous actions in order to save a potential victim from being groomed by her in the future. 
 
Trivia: Did you know she broke her own discord rules (potentially even within her own rules)? 

 
Funny how that works coming from her.
