If you are commissioning a COMIC, | also need the dialogue written out, if there is
any, or at least something in the vein of what you would like it to say. If you are
commissioning several pages | recommend writing out a script.

Once | have all the information | need, | will write you up on my list and send out an invoice.
After the invoice has been paid, | will begin working on your commission. | can currently only
take payment over PAYPAL. This may take more or less time depending on if someone is
ahead of you on the list, but for illustrations | generally aim to have them done within a week,
though regular life things like sickness, unexpected events, or the occasional tight schedule
may delay me from time to time. Comic pages often also take me longer, especially if they
are rendered.

Posting:

After the piece is finished you're free to post it wherever, trace it, print it, give it away,
basically anything you want with it, i only ask you don’t remove my signature. I'd also like to
be credited in the description if possible,(unless i ask to not have my name on it) otherwise
the floor is yours.

% | usually send out a “Post safe” version after everything is done, which is protected
and usually scaled down if the file is very large, which often happens.

* | tend to want to post the commissions | do, but if you don’t want that for any reason,
(you want it to be exclusive to your page, you don’t want your username associated
with it, you are giving it as a gift ect.), just ask me not to post it, or you can ask to be
left anonymous, in which case ill just write “Commission from someone who wishes
to remain anonymous” in place of where i would normally tag the commissioner.

WHAT woN't I brAW?:

When I'm asked this question, it's almost always about fetishes. When it comes to fetishes |
usually decide on a case by case basis.

As a rule of thumb, vore, extreme hyper, and inflation are usually always a no for me, but
don’t be afraid to ask if you're unsure if I'd draw your commission or not. | will never accept
commissions containing Feral or underaged nsfw or racist/facist symbols.

Just because I'd be uncomfortable drawing it doesn't mean | judge, and our messages will
remain private, of course. The only thing that will happen if I'm not up for drawing your
commission, is I'll politely decline. As a side note, | am not very good at things like intricate
mechanical stuff, (robots, cars, gundams, that sort of thing). Il still draw it if you want me to,
but don’t expect the kind of thing you would get from someone who specializes in drawing
mechanics.
