ADMISSION POLICY AND LOTTERY PROCEDURE

Admission Policy:

Harmony School of Innovation—Brownsville is excited to extend the Early College High School (ECHS)
program initiative to its rising scholars. Our school welcomes any interested 8th grade student to apply to
our program. We look forward to working with a cohort of ambitious and dedicated students who are
eager to learn and excel.

Our school will honor the ECHS blueprint with fidelity and ensure that the enrollment process identifies,
recruits, and enrolls subpopulations of the following groups:

1. At-risk students (as defined by Texas Education Code (TEC) §29.081 and PEIMS)

2. Economically disadvantaged students
In order to promote equity, “enrollment decisions will not be based on state assessment scores,
discipline history, teacher recommendations, parent or student essays, minimum grade point
average (GPA), or other criteria that create barriers for student enrollment.”

Lottery Procedure:

The selection process will be based on a weighted lottery. Priority will be given to students who are
labeled as at-risk and/or economically disadvantaged. Students who do not fall under the
aforementioned categories may still be selected.

As per the ECHS blueprint requirement, our ECHS cohort must be proportionate to or
over-representing:

a) At-risk students by no more than 25 percentage points below the district with whom we are
compared.

b) Economically disadvantaged students by no more than 10 percentage points below the district with
whom we are compared.

As per the Harmony Student and Parent Handbook, “a ‘lottery’ for purposes of the school's admissions
procedures is a random selection process that determines the order of enrollment of student applicants.
An annual lottery is required for each campus if the number of applicants for that campus exceeds the
number of available seats. The lottery shall take place within fifteen days after the closing date of the
application period. The required lottery will be conducted via lottery selection software. To ensure that the
required lottery winner list and the waiting list are selected randomly, the principal or designee of each
campus will conduct the computerized lottery, supervised by a representative from the Cluster Office to
which the school reports.”

POLITICA DE ADMISION Y PROCEDIMIENTO DE SORTEO

Politica de Admision:

Harmony School of Innovation—Brownsville se complace en extender la iniciativa del programa
Early College High School (ECHS) a sus futuros estudiantes. Nuestra escuela invita a cualquier
estudiante interesado de 8.° grado a solicitar ingreso a nuestro programa. Esperamos trabajar con un
grupo de estudiantes ambiciosos y dedicados, comprometidos con aprender y sobresalir.

Nuestra escuela cumplird fielmente con el modelo ECHS y garantizara que el proceso de inscripcion
identifique, reclute e inscriba subpoblaciones de los siguientes grupos:

1. Estudiantes en riesgo (segun lo define el Codigo de Educacion de Texas (TEC) 29.081 y
PEIMYS).

2. Estudiantes economicamente desfavorecidos.

Con el fin de promover la equidad, “las decisiones de inscripcion no se basaran en los resultados de
evaluaciones estatales, historial disciplinario, recomendaciones de maestros, ensayos de padres o
estudiantes, promedio minimo (GPA) u otros criterios que generen barreras para la inscripcion de los
estudiantes.”

Procedimiento de Sorteo:

El proceso de seleccion se basara en un sorteo ponderado. Se dara prioridad a los estudiantes
identificados como en riesgo y/o econdmicamente desfavorecidos. Los estudiantes que no
pertenezcan a las categorias mencionadas también podran ser seleccionados. De acuerdo con los
requisitos del modelo ECHS, nuestra cohorte debe ser proporcional o sobre representar:

a) Estudiantes en riesgo, sin exceder una diferencia de 25 puntos porcentuales por debajo del distrito
con el que se compara.

b) Estudiantes econdémicamente desfavorecidos, sin exceder una diferencia de 10 puntos
porcentuales por debajo del distrito con el que se compara.

De acuerdo con el Manual de Estudiantes y Padres de Harmony, “una ‘loteria’ para efectos de los
procedimientos de admision de la escuela es un proceso de seleccion aleatoria que determina el orden
de inscripcion de los estudiantes solicitantes. Se requiere una loteria anual para cada campus si el
numero de solicitantes excede el nimero de espacios disponibles. La loteria se llevara a cabo dentro
de los quince dias posteriores a la fecha de cierre del periodo de solicitud. La loteria requerida se
realizard mediante un software de seleccion aleatoria. Para garantizar que la lista de estudiantes
seleccionados y la lista de espera se generen de manera aleatoria, el director o la persona designada
de cada campus llevara a cabo la loteria computarizada, bajo la supervision de un representante de la
oficina del cluster al que reporta la escuela.”
