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DaVlS/Gay HOllSC (L32) was built by miners Charles and Gertrude Davis in 1936 on Block 23, Lot

11. In 1945 they had "three rooms finished downstairs and one room finished upstairs with three rooms to finish". The
Davises had children. The house is believed to have stood on the foundation where the south Specking/Skogstad
Quonset Hut now stands...
