PRIVACY

Whereas: The Company, Football Team Center, Priv. Co. 516410792,
with registered offices at 53 Eli Cohen St., Kiryat Ekron
(hereinafter: “the Company”) is the owner of all the rights to
the FOOTBALL TEAM CENTER Software, with all the
components and applications thereof, which was developed
by the Company and constitutes a management tool for
sport teams (“the Software”), as well as all the copyrights,
marketing and distribution rights, and any other proprietary

rights; and

Whereas: The User/Customer wishes to obtain a user license for the

Software for its exclusive needs; and

Whereas: The Company agrees to grant the Customer a user license
for the Software for a limited period, in accordance with and
subject to the Agreement signed between the Parties and to

the term and dispositions of use hereunder;

Thus, the terms and conditions of use detailed hereunder (hereinafter: “the
Terms and Conditions of Use”) represent, upon approval by the User (the party
using the Software, including its substitutes, heirs, and representatives) a
binding and valid contract between the User and the Company. The copying or
installation of the Software, the perusal of the Terms and Conditions of Use
and the approval thereof shall be considered as a confirmation, acceptance,

and consent to said Terms and Conditions by the User.
1. General

1.1 The Preamble and the Addenda hereto are an integral part of the

present Agreement and shall be interpreted together with it.

1.2 The titles of the sections in the body of the present Agreement, as well
as the titles of the Addenda hereto, serve for convenience purposes only,

rather than for interpretation purposes.



1.3 Any use of the Software is subject to the Terms and Conditions of Use
detailed hereunder. The User of the Software is requested to read these
Terms and Conditions attentively. The User does not have the obligation to
agree to these Terms and Conditions but, if it does not, it is requested not to
use the Software. The beginning of use of the Software is a confirmation of

the consent and approval of these Terms and Conditions by the User.

1.4  The use of the Software constitutes the consent of the User to all the
Terms and Conditions of Use, with no limitation and/or reservation
whatsoever and, by using the Software, the User undertakes that it and/or
any of its representatives shall not have any direct or indirect claim and/or
revendication against the Software and/or any Company employee and/or

owner and/or manager and/or any of their representatives.

2. Rights and Ownership

21 The Company supplies a user license for the Software, rather than
selling the Software, and it reserves all the rights that are not expressly
granted to the Customer. The Software is protected by copy right,
commercial secrets, and other intellectual property laws. The Company and
the persons authorized to grant licenses and services on its behalf are the
owners of the brand name, of the copy right, and of other intellectual
property rights to the Software and to any copy of the Software and/or to any
version of the services. The present Agreement does not grant to the

Customer any right to the trademark of the Company.

2.2 The Software, including any development of the Software or application
made or added to the Software in accordance with the requirement and the
specification of the Customer, are under the exclusive ownership of the
Company and shall remain so in any case, even after the installation thereof
on the Customer’s premises. The rights of the Customer to the Software are
solely user rights for the service period hereunder. The Company may keep
the information fed in by the Customer and use such information exclusively
for the improvement of the Software, while maintaining the confidentiality

and the confidentiality of the information collected.



2.3 The Customer undertakes not to market and/or sell the Software and/or
any part thereof and/or information connected thereto to any third party
without the previous express written consent of the Company and not to

cause by omission such marketing and/or sale.

3. Use of the Software and Declarations of the Company

3.1 The user license for the Software hereunder is non-exclusive,
non-transferable, and it permits use by several users, as agreed between the
Parties, at the time of approval of the transaction only, unless it was agreed

in writing between the Parties after the signature hereof.

3.2 The user license shall be granted to the User against a payment
agreed between the Parties under a separate agreement, subject to the

authorization described hereunder.

3.3  The payment for the use of the Software shall be discharged to the
Company by the User by means of a monthly user subscription under which
the User shall transfer to the Company a fixed payment, as set forth in
advance between the Parties, and which could vary from time to time, at the
exclusive discretion of the Company (hereinafter: “the User Subscription”).
By making such subscription, the User expresses its consent and approval

of the provisions of the present article.

3.4  The User is solely responsible for the transmission of the information

required, if any, for the use of the Software.

3.5 The Company undertakes to install the Software itself, by means of its
representatives, or by telephone instruction, on the computing infrastructure
(on condition that such infrastructure shall comply with the requirements of

the Software) and to provide to the User training for the use of the Software.

3.6 The Company reserves the right to install on the premises of the User,
from time to time, new editions and/or versions of the Software. The
installation of a new edition and/or version shall be done automatically,
pursuant to a notification to this effect to the User, for as long as the User
discharges the monthly subscription payment. This paragraph shall not be

construed as an obligation of the Company to develop new versions.



4. Declarations of the User

A person who has not yet reached 18 years of age cannot be a
user, unless a guardian signs this agreement and approves all of
the above. In addition, the guardian will sign before the club that
he/she authorizes the club to compile information about the

minor relating to his/her activity in the club.

Subscription to the service represents consent of the User to
receive direct mailing as defined in the Privacy Law, 5741-1981
(hereinafter: “Direct Mailing”) and to the use of its details for
this purpose. The User is entitled to revoke the permission to
receive Direct Mailing by contacting the Company and/or in the
dedicated place in a notification to be sent as part of the Direct

Mailing.

The User hereby declares and confirms being aware of the fact
that the use of the Software is conditional upon the good
working order and the compliance of the Internet and of the
computers in its use to the requirements of the Software. The
User assumes full responsibility for the verification of the good
working order of the computers and/or of the network and/or of
the infrastructure, including the Internet infrastructure in its use,
and the User shall be full and exclusive responsible for all the

consequences of a failure of these elements.

The User hereby declares and confirms that the use of the
Software shall be in accordance with any law and regulation,
including in the matter of the database management, as well as
collection of data on the team players of all ages and, if

required, it shall obtain the signatures of the relevant parties

view of data collection.

The User declares that the information it has transmitted to the
Company as part of the present Agreement, as well as any
information it shall be required to supply in the future, is reliable

and valid.

5. Contractual Period

The present Agreement shall come into effect at the date of its
signature and shall remain in effect until any of the Parties
sends to the other Party a 14-day written notice. The Company
shall not be liable for any payment and/or fine and/or
compensation in case of termination of the Agreement, for any

reason whatsoever.

6. Installation and Operation of the Software

The Company or any party on its behalf shall install the Software

and shall supervise its implementation by the User.

All the expenses involved in the operation of the Software of the

computers of the User shall be borne by the User.

Updates shall be borne by the Customer, and the Customer
shall not have any claim and/or revendication and/or complaint
against the Company and/or the Company suppliers for any
damage, malfunction, defect, communication problems, or other
failure caused to the Software, the computer, and to any file
and/or application and/or software connected to the computer.

The Service provided as part of the use of the Software

The Company shall update the Software, as well as the the

database existing in the Software, as needed, at its own

discretion and for any technological purpose.

As part of the Software, the User shall be able to define and to

limit in different manners the use of the Software by its various

employees.

The application represents an effective organization

management solution, which follows the entire professional

activity of the club. It comprises, inter alia, the following features:

7.3.4  On the part of the player — the team players shall be
able to obtain personal data from the players and to
follow up their personal performances and the data

requiring improvement.

Information implemented by the User and exposed on its
Software shall be saved and backed up on the “cloud” - storage
services provided by third parties with a security degree as
required in the branch. The Company is not liable for the loss of
User data caused by a Software malfunction and/or by its
backup services and/or by the cloud services provided by said
external company, the User having the obligation to ensure the
backup of the information that it implements in the Software

according to the accepted modalities and at its discretion.

The Customer shall be liable for any use of the Software and for
the entire accompanying regulation, including for obtaining the
signature of the parents of young players for the use of the
information and suchlike. The use of the Software is at the
discretion of the Customer, and the Customer shall be

responsible to use it in accordance with all and any law.

The Customer is aware of the fact that the Software is new and
that malfunctions are possible. The Customer has verified the
Software and declares that it is appropriate for use in its activity.
The Software shall be transmitted to the Customer as it, with no
further obligation on the part of the Company. Therefore, the
stipulations and/or the Agreement do not contain any
representation on the part of the Company as to the reliability,
the appropriateness, the timeliness, and the accuracy of the
Software for any purpose whatsoever. Therefore, the Customer

shall not have any claim, pretention and/or revendication against

The Company does not undertake for the Software to function
without any failures, viruses, disturbances, unauthorized access,
impersonation and identity theft, or any other hardware or
software limitation that may impair the use of the Software by

the Customer.

The liability of the Company is expressly limited to the content
hereof. Beyond such content, the Company shall not otherwise
be liable, explicitly or implicitly, for any direct or indirect damage,
punitive damages, incidental, special, or causal damage, or any
other damage of whatever kind, including monetary damages for
loss of use, loss of data, or loss of profits, vandalizing, security
failure or theft of business and/or financial information, presence

Direct Mailing, as defined above.

10.6 With no prejudice to the aforesaid, the Company shall keep
confidential any information about the User at its disposal,
unless it has been obligated to transmit such information under
any law and/or in situations in which the transmission of the data
to third party is required for the activity of the Company and/or
provision of any service to the User and/or charging of the User
for such service and/or under the disposition of a law requiring

for the Company to transmit information about the User.

10.7  The Company does its best to save the user data and further
information appearing in the Software by using the accepted

information security methods.

10.8 Despite taking the required action in view of information security
and saving the User data, as well as the information appearing
in the Software, the Company shall in no way be liable for data
leak and/or exposure occurring because of unauthorized
penetration and prohibited used of the data transmitted by the

financial, commercial, statistical, marketing, or other information, be it
theoretical or practical, connected to the Company and/or to any third
party that has commercial relations with it, including marketing and
sales data, work methods and processes, professional secrets,
marketing and advertisement information, business information, work
procedures, contracting modalities, customers and suppliers list,
assumption array, Company research and development including, inter
alia, the entire documentation, software, prototypes, drawings,
technologies, techniques, formulas, business plans, and any other
information of any kind related to the Company and to the activity
thereof, including its assets, supplier and customer list, price tables,
assumption array, pricing, in writing or not in writing, shall be

considered as valuable commercial secrets of the Company.

13.2 The Customer hereby confirms that its undertakings hereunder
shall be binding for it and for any party on its behalf, directly or

It is hereby agreed that the present Agreement expresses all the
understandings and stipulations between the parties and
replaces any understanding, representation, or agreement,

Should a judicial and/or other authority determine that any of the
dispositions hereof is in deviation of the law and/or is illegal, the
Parties shall adjust the dispositions of the Agreement so that the
disposition be amended in a form that shows maximum
compliance with the law.

The Parties hereby agree that any differences arising from the
present  Agreement, from the interpretation and/or
implementation thereof, shall be brought before the competent
courts-of-law in the district of Jerusalem, which shall have

exclusive competence in any such differences.

The addresses of the Parties shall be those mentioned at the
head of the Agreement. Any notification sent by registered mail

to any of the Parties, at the said addresses, shall be deemed as



received 3 days after delivery to the post office or, if delivered
personally, upon delivery, or if sent by fax, on the first business

day after transmission.

14.8  The present Agreement is subject to the laws of the State of
Israel, and the courts-of-law of the Tel Aviv-Yafo District
(according to the material jurisdiction thereof) shall have
exclusive jurisdiction in any disputation between the User and
the Company and/or any disputation in connection with the

present Agreement.
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
