Leave directly. Ldp turc di ngay.

He answered the question very directly.

Hardly had he arrived when she started complaining.

Most of the Americans use their cars mostly for their job.

Phan 16m nhitng nguwoi My sir dung xe hoi dé di lam.

12. near/nearly

Phoé tir “near” dién dat “gan, khdng xa (thoi gian, khéng gian)”, “nearly” dién
dat “gan, suyt”.

The horse stopped short. Bdt thinh linh con ngwa dé dieng lai.

I'll be with you shortly. 76i sé sém dén ché ban.

To put it shortly, I will help you whenever you need me.
