SchoolsPlus (located in schools)

SchoolsPlus is a confidential, free service
available in every school in Nova Scotia. Our
goal is to build positive relationships
between families, schools, and communities.
If you have many services connected with
your family, our facilitators can help bring
everyone together and make a supportive
plan for you. We also have Community
Outreach Workers who can connect you to
resources in your community. You can
self-refer to SchoolsPlus for 12 months a
year.

YMCA School Settlement Staff

The YMCA works in partnership with over
40+ schools in the greater Halifax area to
assist Permanent Resident immigrant
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children, youth, and their families. Our
friendly, welcoming YMCA School
Settlement Support Staff work on-site at
elementary, junior and senior high schools to
provide practical assistance to immigrant
children, youth, and families.

Our YMCA staff provide individualized
support at all School Settlement Program
locations to ensure that students and
families feel confident, comfortable and most
of all, connected to your community,
including:

e Orientation to your new school and
community

e Liaising between home and school

e Referrals to settlement, language,
and employment services

e Becoming connected with local
services suited to your needs

e After school programs and various
recreational activities

e Help with your schoolwork through
YMCA academic counselling,
Homework Clubs, and peer tutoring

e Assistance with language translation
and interpretation

e Making new friends and engaging
with others at the YMCA multicultural
clubs and events

African Nova Scotian Student Support
Worker Program

The African Nova Scotia Student Support
Worker Program provides in-school support
for African Nova Scotian students, and
students of African ancestry, to ensure
improved achievement through a positive
school experience. Student Support Workers
provide supports that align with the Inclusive
Education Policy. School-based
programming provides valuable
opportunities for students of African ancestry
to build supportive relationships, cultural
awareness and increased self-esteem
towards learning, academic achievement,
and student well-being. This support is
provided through four pillars of their role:
Home and School Liaison, Classroom
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Support, Cultural Enrichment Programs and
Student Advocacy. If you have questions
about the African Nova Scotian Student
Support Worker Program contact your
school principal.

Pre-primary Education

The Pre-primary Program is a universal play
based program for four-year-olds, with no
cost to families, in the province. The
program is offered in the school setting
which helps children to transition into
Primary the following year. Your child must
be turning four years of age by December
31 to be eligible to register for Pre-Primary
in the current school year.

Some families may also be eligible for
busing.

English as an Additional Language (EAL)

The EAL Teacher is responsible for
providing specialized English as an
Additional Language instruction to students
whose English proficiency ranges from
beginner to advanced levels in listening,
speaking, reading and writing. The EAL
teacher works with administrators and
classroom/subject teachers to plan
appropriate programming and service
delivery alternatives for EAL students.

Assistive Technology

All individuals use strategies and devices to
assist them in performing tasks more
efficiently and effectively on various
occasions. Students with diverse learning
needs may need a range of assistive
technologies in order to participate more
fully in daily activities and to meet learning
outcomes.

Autism Specialists
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The Autism Specialists work collaboratively
with school-based staff and other
professionals to support programming for
students diagnosed with Autism Spectrum
Disorder (ASD) to maximize student learning
experiences. Autism Specialists support
Student Planning Teams in the areas of
curricular assessment, programming,
teaching strategies and transitions for
students with Autism Spectrum Disorders.
Early transition support is provided to all
students with an ASD diagnosis who enter
HRCE schools during their primary year.

School Counsellors

School Counsellors support student
well-being and achievement by developing
and providing primarily short term
counselling services to individuals, small
groups, and classes of students on a variety
of mental health and well-being topics.
School Counsellors regularly partner with
school based staff, families and community
based service providers in supporting
student well-being. Each school has access
to a school counsellor. Referral for this
service must be made through the school.

Resource and Learning Centre Teachers

Programming and services provided by
Resource and Learning Centre teachers are
intended to assist students in achieving the
learning outcomes of the Public School
Program (PSP) curriculum or, in the case of
students with an IPP, their individualized
outcomes. Collaboration is critical to
ensuring the essential relationship between
support and outcomes. This is facilitated
through the participation of both the learning
support teachers and classroom teachers in
the program planning process.

School Psychologist

The School Psychologist supports the
school team by providing knowledge and
skills in the areas of assessment,
counselling and consultation in relation to
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curriculum and social outcomes for students.
Each school has access to this service on
an itinerant basis. Referral for this service
must be made through the Teaching Support
Team.

Behaviour Specialists

There are students in our schools who
exhibit significant behaviour difficulties and
are in need of specialized assessment and
intervention. Initiation of service is with the
Teaching Support Team, who may decide to
refer to the school psychologist. If the
Teaching Support Team and school
psychologist determine that more extensive
intervention is required, a referral may be
made to the Behaviour Specialist.

Speech-Language

The Speech-Language Pathologist supports
the school team by providing knowledge and
skills in the area of communication
development, and assisting students with
speech and language disorders in meeting
curriculum and social outcomes. Each
school has access to this service on an
itinerant basis. Referral for this service must
be made through the Teaching Support
Team.

Social Workers

As a member of the school team, the Social
Worker collaborates with school staff in
responding to the needs of students who
may be experiencing personal, family, or
social difficulties.

School Social Workers can help students,
families and/or schools when the following
issues arise:

aggression and anger

alcohol and/or drug use/abuse
attendance problems
behavioral problems

child abuse and neglect
classroom problems
communication difficulties
death or grief
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parenting questions

poor peer relationships and social
skills

remarriage separation/divorce
self-esteem

sexuality questions

stress

suicidal thoughts

teenage pregnancy
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
