�​ Essential Elements Book 1 for Euphonium 
�​ Mouthpiece - Bach 6.5 AL  
�​ Valve Oil - Blue Juice or Al Cass 
�​ Slide Grease 
�​ Cleaning Supplies - snake, mouthpiece brush, polishing cloth  
�​ Zippered Pouch to carry all of these items - pencil pouches made to go in three ring 

binders usually work well. Please label it with you first and last name! 
�​ Name tag for instrument case (luggage tags are great!) 
�​ Music stand to practice at home (optional, but highly suggested) 
�​ Concert Attire: Band polo (included when you pay your band fees,) black pants, long 

black socks, and all-black shoes 
 

 
🎵​We strongly advise that you rent for at least the first year to make sure your student is 

successful on their chosen instrument. 
 
🎵​BEWARE OF CHEAP INSTRUMENTS!!!! Anything under $500 is usually not a good 

quality. These instruments often don’t sound good, break easily, and sometimes can’t be 
fixed. Many families who thought they found a good deal ended up paying more in repair 
bills. If you think you have found a good deal on an instrument and are sure you want to 
purchase instead of renting, please email Ms. Cabrel-Watson 
bella.cabrel-watson@hallco.org and we can give you some guidance as to whether you 
are getting a quality instrument or not.
