Scene 1 



  

                 Kid(addressing to the audience) Hallo, children! Do you know me? I am 
Malysh, in English I am a Kid. You know I have a good friend Karlson, who lives on 
the roof. Today is his birthday. I want him to be cheerful and happy. I want to surprise 
him – to invite a lot of guests to his birthday party. You know many of them. They are 
from cartoon films and books. Will you help me to invite them here? 

          Children: Certainly. With pleasure, Kid! 

          Kid: All right. When I say: “Crible, cruble, booms”, repeat these words after 
me. 

          Children:Crible, cruble, booms!(the noise is heard and Karlson appears) 

          Kid: Well, here you are. This is my dear Karlson himself. He is the best 
Karlson in the world. 

          Karlson:Hallo Kid! I am very glad to see you. 

          Kid : I am glad to see you, Karlson. I’ve missed you very much.  I am happy to 
see you again. 

          Karlson: Did you remember, that it’s my birthday today? 

          Kid: Of course I did.(Addressing to the kids) As far as I remember, he has had 
a birthday two times this year. Isn’t that so, Karlson? 

          Karlson: Yes it is, but I can have as many birthdays as I like, can’t I? 

          Kid: Of course you can. Now sit down, Karlson, and have a rest. A lot of guests 
will arrive in a few minutes. 

          Karlson: Guests? Then I must look handsome.( Comes up to the mirror, combs 
himself, puts on a bright bow, dancing.)  

Scene II 

          Kid (addresses to the children, inviting them to repeat after him): Crible, 
cruble, booms! 

          Children: Crible, cruble, booms! 



(At this time, slowly to the music of the song “Blue Van” Crocodile, Cheburashka and 
Shapoklyak are appearing.) 

          Three of them all together: Dear Karlson, we are glad to see you! 

          Karlson: So am I. 

          Shapoklyak and Cheburashka (together):Here is our musical present for you, 
Karlson. (they sing). 

  

You have a date to celebrate, 

Which comes but once a year. 

And so today we’d like to say

Happy birthday! Happy birthday!

          Karlson: Thank you, funny Cheburashka and charming Shapoklyak. What a 
nice start to my birthday party! Crocodile Gena, What about your song? Will you sing 
it to me? 

          Gena: Oh, if you like it, I’ll sing it for you with pleasure.

          Karlson(singing);

(Baba Yaga appears on a mop). 

          Baba Yaga(addressing to Karlson):Are you the biggest eater in the world? 

          Karlson: Certainly I am. 

          Baba Yaga: I know you like cakes. Though I am not a wizard, I am Baba Yaga, 
though I have no helicopter, I shall fly and bring you and your friends a lot of cakes in 
just a few minutes. Wait for me, Karlson. Happy birthday to you! 

(flies away on the mop). 

 

Scene III  

          Kid:Crible, cruble, booms! 

          Children:Crible, cruble, booms! 

(Riding a bike, the  Hare comes up to the stage and takes the seat in the first row.) 

          Hare:I shall wait for the Wolf here. 

(Wolf rushes into the hall, his head and paws bandaged). 

          Wolf: Where is the Hare? Ha-re! 

          Hare(from the hall): I am here 

          Wolf: Tell us where you have been, dear Hare. How are you? Are you feeling 
bad or well? 

          Hare: I am all right. What about you? 



          Wolf( pointing to the bandages) So-so, not very well. 

  

          Hare: Don’t get upset. You are to be merry here. We are at Karlsson’s birthday 
party. Here is a present for him.( gives him a present- хлопушку с конфетти). Take 
it  and give it to Karlson. Let’s congratulate him. 

          Wolf:Happy birthday…( Держит  лопушку,  собираясь вручить 
ее  Карлсону.  Заяц дергает за веревочку, хлопушка взрывается Заяц убегает, 
Волк смущен.) Hare! I shall teach you a lesson! 

          Wolf(having calmed down): Well, Hare, let’s have a dance. 

          Hare: No, dear Wolf, not now. 

  

Scene IV  

          Kid and the children(together): Crible, cruble, booms! 

(Cinderella and Chipollino appear) 

          Chipollino: 

I am going to look for something better 

In a distant land. 

Will you go with me, children? 

Will you go with me , children? 

Here’s my friendly hand. 

          Children: No, dear, Chipollino. We shan’t go with you. It’s so nice here. Stay 
with Karlson and his friends. He is having a birthday party today. Stay with his guests, 
have a rest, Chipollino. 

          Karlson: Be my guest, Chipollino. 

          Chipollino: With pleasure( give an orange to Karlson). To the best orange eater, 
merry Karlson, from Italy. 



          Cinderella: Karlson, I also know that you like cakes. Am I right? 

          Karlson: Yes, you are. 

          Cinderella: With the help of my magic wand I shall call Baba-Yaga to fly here 
as quickly as possible. Baba-Yaga! Baba-Yaga! Karlson is waiting for some tasty 
cakes!(she is waving with her wand). 

          Guests: We are also waiting for some tasty birthday cakes. 

          Cinderella: Baba-Yaga will be here in a few minutes. 

(Pinocchio and Malvina appear). 

          Malvina: How do you do? Pinocchio, say hallo to the guests, to Karlson and to 
the children, please. 

          Pinocchio: Hallo, boys and girls. How do you do, dear Karlson, dear guests? 
Happy birthday, Karlson. 

          Malvina: Karlson, I hope you will be healthy, wealthy and wise. 

          Cinderella : Baba-Yaga is flying. 

  

Scene V 

   

(Baba-Yaga, well dressed, appears on her mop, followed by the Snow-White and the 
seven Dwarfs). 

          Baba-Yaga: Do you like me now, Karlson? Now I can be your guest, can’t 
I?(she is dancing , showing her dress) 

          Karlson:Certainly you can. And you, Dwarfs, and you Snow-White. You are 
welcome.(Snow-White is conducting and the Dwarfs are dancing and singing). 

Happy birthday to you!

Happy birthday , dear Karlson,

          Snow-White: 

May your birthday be bright 

From morning till night! 

  

          Baba-Yaga(колдуя над котлом):
