Target Faces  Recurve and Longbow will shoot at a full sized 122cm face at 70m and 60m 
Barebow will shoot at a full sized 122cm face at 50m 
Compound archers will shoot at an individual, 6 zone 80cm face at 50m  
Metric 122 rounds will have a full sized 122cm face 
Metric 80 rounds will have a full sized 80cm face 

 
There will be 4 archers per boss, shooting in 2 details.

Agents / Scorers We ask anyone entering our competitions that require an agent/scorer that they bring 
someone along on the day of the competition to act as their agent/scorer. 
 
We have a limited field party at the club who will have other other duties on the day of the 
competition. So we are unlikely to have spare people to assist. 

Dogs Dogs are welcomed, however must stay behind the tent line.  If they become noisy or 
aggressive, they must be removed from the archery field.
