❖​All dances are held from 7:00 pm to 9:00 pm 

❖​No one is admitted to the dance after 8:00 pm 

❖​School dances are school-related events, therefore all school rules 
apply 

❖​Students must be in good standing with school attendance in order to 
participate in school dances 

❖​If a student(s) leave the building, they will not be allowed to re-enter 
the dance and will be expected to leave the building/school property 

❖​Food and drinks are not allowed on the dance floor. Some dances 
may provide snacks in a separate area. 

❖​No containers, cups, water bottles, etc. may be brought in the 
building/school. 

❖​Proper attire is required for admittance to all dances.  Attire must 
follow RSU 24 Dress Code Policies (JICA).  School officials have the 
option to determine if attire may not be appropriate and ask students 
to change or leave the dance with no refund. 

❖​All purses, bags, backpacks, coats, etc. are subject to be searched if 
deemed necessary by RSU 24 school officials and must be left in a 
designated area of the building/school. 

❖​Drugs, alcohol, & tobacco/vaping products are strictly forbidden.  
RSU 24 officials will remove any student whom they suspect has 
used drugs or alcohol prior to or during the dance.
