Week of November 28th - Dec 2nd (Looking Festive And Nice For The Holidays)

Mon.- Rudolph Red - Wear a red top with TCS approved pants and shoes

Wed.- Mad for Plaid - Wear a Christmas plaid top with TCS approved pants and shoes

Dress code Guidelines for the week above.
● IF YOU ARE DRESSED UP IN THE THEME, Leggings are allowed with tops that are

fingertip length
● IF YOU ARE DRESSED UP IN THE THEME, Sweatpants are allowed.
● IF YOU ARE DRESSED UP IN THE THEME, Shirts should touch the top of the pants,

shorts, skirt, etc - if you lift your arms and we can see your skin it is too short.
● NO pajamas or flannel pants ALLOWED
● NO spaghetti straps, tank tops, or tops with low V neck
● Holes/rips/tears in jeans should not be above the knee
● Mesh/see-thru tops should not be worn unless there is a full coverage top underneath
● Shorts must be no more than 5 inches above the knee
● Skirts can not exceed two inches above the knee and have shorts underneath
● NO open toe or open back shoes..
