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You can experience a simple indigo dyeing at the Dentou Kougeikan (Traditional Arts & Crafts
Museum) in Kawasaki City.

There are going to be 2 sessions - at 10:00 am or 1:00 pm, 12 participants each. You will be dyeing
an eco bag (1,500 yen) or Tenugui Japanese towel (1,200 yen) and taking home your own piece of
art. There is the Open Air Folk House Museum with beautiful Japanese old folk houses relocated
from all over the country, and you are more than welcome to visit before or after the Workshop with a
500 yen admission fee. You may have a box lunch at the outdoor kabuki theater (or at the visitor
center if rains) if you wish. Workshop lasts approximately 1.5 hours.
