Also, they feed the homeless through their food 

pantry weekly in a collaboration with Our Lady of Perpetual Help.

All Rise Foundation joined us today to talk about their upcoming six-hour 

Dance Marathon where they will donate all proceeds to their Christmas in 

The Park event on Dec 21, which focuses on supporting the homeless and
