 SECTION 8 (HCV) (SECTION 8) VOUCHER INFO (also see affordable housing resource list) 
There are two types of housing vouchers. One is for an individual given out by the local housing 
authority below. The other vouchers come from the landlords. Landlords have some apartments that 
are income based and they do the screening. 
Sign up as soon as the waiting lists open for the individual vouchers. It can take a long time but best to 
start now. Waiting lists open only at certain times. Keep checking the websites immediately below.
