For sanitation purposes, I require that 
students own a personal recorder that they can use for class and home. It will be the student’s 
responsibility to bring their recorder to class on the day that they have Music. Recorders can be 
purchased at any community music store or Amazon and typically range from $3-$12. Different 
color options are available for your student; I do not have any preference as to what they 
choose. On Amazon, great brands for pitch and clarity would be Yamaha and Everjoys. You 
can visit the stores listed for any musical needs:
