It's impossible to know, but perhaps our
individualistic; workaholic society would be more rooted in community and
quality and less focused on money and success if we each thought of ourselves
as a small “i” with a sweet little dot. There have, of course, been plenty of rich
and dominant cultures throughout history that have gotten by just fine without
capitalizing the first-person pronoun or ever writing it down at all. There have
also been cultures that committed atrocities even while capitalizing “you.”



Modern e-mail culture has shown that many English speakers feel
perfectly comfortable dismissing all uses of capitalization — and even correct
spelling, for that matter. But take this a step further: i suggest that You try, as
an experiment, to capitalize those whom you address while leaving yourselves
in the lowercase.

High up in the Nilgiri hills in Tamil Nadu live the unique Toda tribe. Unique
because their ancestry remains a puzzle to anthropologists. In fact, an eminent
American scholar has gone to the extent of propounding the astonishing theory that
the Todas “have descended from one of the 12 lost tribes of Israel!”

To substantiate his claim, Dr. David Mandllebaum of Berkeley University in the
US says: “The practice of the Toda men donning while mantles and full beards is a
living testimonial directly from the Old Testament.

Mandlebaum found support for his findings from the 19" century British
anthropologist William Marshall who lived for many years among the Nilgiri Todas. In
his book, Among the Todas, Marshall avers that he saw in the Toda way of life
“something of the Jew and the Chaldean” (ancient Babylonian).

Other anthropologists hold the view that “the 14 clans of Todas sprang from the
Macedonian stock of Alexander the Great, whose army invaded northwestern India
long before the birth of Jesus Christ”. As evidence is cited the Toda mantle or putkuli
sewn with colourful embroidery. This is said to resemble closély the Greek mantle.
And the Toda women’s hairstyle, some anthropologists believe, “displays a Greek
configuration”.

It is predominantly grown
in Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Orissa, Andhra Pradesh and Gujarat.

2. The ‘beedi’ leaf-bearing tree is a medium-sized tree. The usefulness of
the tree is that its leaf can serve as a wrapping material for beedies, the poor
man’s cigarette.

3. There is a lot of employment potential in such things as plucking the
leaves, curing them and rolling the leaf into beedies. Annually about 3,00,000
tonnes of the leaf are plucked and converted into beedies.

4. Though there are no statistics of the exact level of employment rough
estimates put it between 1.5 to 2 millions: mostly poor women and children of
rural India.

5. In most States, the sale of the leaf generates substantial revenue to the
exchequer. In view of its importance, the trade of plucking and marketing the leaf
was nationalized in 1971.

6. In Andhra Pradesh, the tree occurs mainly in the ten districts of
Telengana. Good quality leaf is available in the Godavari Valley, especially in
parts of Adilabad, Karimnagar, Warangal and Khammam districts.

7. State trading is on these lines. Some villages, including reserve forests,
are constituted as a unit, and the government calls for tenders to purchase leaf

from such notified units.

The new music was built out of materials already in existence: blues, rock’n’roll, folk music. But
although the forms remained, something wholly new and original was made out of these older
elements - more original, perhaps, than even the new musicians themselves yet realize. The
transformation took place in 1966-7. Up to that time, the blues had been an essentially black
medium. Rock’n’roll, a blues derivative, was rhythmic, raunchy, teen-age dance music. Folk
music, old and modern, was popular among college students. The three forms remained
musically and culturally distinct, and even as late as 1965, none of them were expressing any
radically new states of consciousness. Blues expressed black soul; rock, as made famous by Elvis
Presley, was the beat of youthful sensuality; and folk music, with such singers as Joan Baez,
expressed anti-war sentiments as well as the universal themes of love and disillusionment.
In 1966-7 there was a spontaneous transformation. In the United States, it originated with
youthful rock groups playing in San Francisco. In England, it was led by the Beatles, who were
already established as an extremely fine and highly individual rock group. What happened, as
well as it can be put into wor&é, was this. First, the separate musical traditions were brought
together. Bob Dylan and the lefferson Airplane played folk rock, folk ideas with a rock beat.
White rock groups began experimenting with the blues. Of course, white musicians had always
played the blues, but essentially as imitators of the Negro style; now it began to be the white
bands’ own music. And all of the groups moved towards a broader eclecticism and synthesis.
They freely took over elements from Indian ragas, from jazz, from American country music, and
as time went on from even more diverse sources (one group seems recently to have been
trying out Gregorian chants). What developed was a protean music, capable fan almost limitless
range of expression.
The second thing that happened was that all the musical groups began using the full range of
electric instruments and the technology of electronic amplifiers. The twangy electric guitar was
an old country-western standby, but the new electronic effects were altogether different - so
different that a new listener in 1967 might well feel that there had never been any sounds like
that in the world before. The high, piercing, unearthly sounds of the guitar seemed to come
from other realms. Electronics did, in fact, make possible sounds that no instrument up to that
time could produce. And in studio recordings, multiple tracking, feedback and other devices
made possible effects that not even an electronic band could produce live. Electronic
amplification also made possible a fantastic increase in volume, the music becoming as loud
and penetrating as the human ear could stand, and thereby achieving a ‘total’ effect, so that
instead fan audience of passive listeners, there were now audiences of total participants,
feeling the music in all of their senses and all of their bones.
Third, the music becomes a multi-media experience; a part of a total environment. In the Bay
Area ballrooms, the Fillmore, the Avalon, or Pauley Ballroom at the University of California, the
walls were covered with fantastic changing patterns of light, the beginning of the new art of the
light show. And the audience did not sit, it danced. With records at home, listeners imitated
these lighting effects as best they could, and heightened the whole experience by using drugs.
Often music was played out of doors, where nature - the sea or tall redwoods - provided the

Buying things today is so simple. Just enter a shop, say a book store. choose the
desired book and pay for it. Long ago, before the invention of money, how did
people trade?
The most primitive way of exchange should be the barter trade. In this form of
transaction, people used goods to exchange for the things that they had in mind.
For instance, if person A wanted a book and he had a spare goat, he must look for
someone who had the exact opposite, that is, that someone. say person B, must
have a spare book of person A's choice and is also in need ol a goat. Having
found such a person, the problem does not end here. A big goat may worth nol
only one book, hence person B may have to offer person A something else. say
five chickens. However, he runs the risk of person A rejecting the offer as he may
not need the chickens. The above example clearly illustrates the inefliciency of
barter trading.
Many years later. the cumbersome barter trade finally gave way to the monetary
form of exchange when the idea of money was invented. In the early days. almost
anything could qualily as money: beads. shells and even fishing hooks. Then in 4
region near Turkey, gold coins were used as money. In the beginning. cach coin
had a different denomination. It was only later, in about 700 BC, that Gyges, the
king of Lydia. standardized the value of each coin and even printed his name on
the coins.
Monetary means of transaction at first beat the traditional barter trade. However.
as time went by, the thought of carrying a ponderous pouch of coins for shopping
appeared nol only troublesome but thieves attracting. Hence. the Greek and
Roman traders who bought goods from people faraway cities, invented checks to
solve the problem. Not only are paper checks casy to carry around. they
discouraged robbery as these checks can only be used by the person whose name
is printed on the notes. Following this idea, banks later issued notes in exchange
for gold deposited with them. These bank notes can then be used as cash. Finally,
governments of today adopted the idea and began to print paper money. backed
by gold for the country's use.
Today. besides enjoying the convenience of using paper notes as the mode of
exchange, technology has led man to invent other means ol transaction oo like
the credit and cash cards.

One of the greatest men ever to have lived in the world was Dr Alexander Flemming. He
was a dedicated English doctor who was very keen to do his best to cure his patients.
However, there were no bacteria-fighting drugs at that time and many of his patients died
of blood-poisoning. Therefore; Dr Flemming tried to discover a bacteria-fighting drug
through experiments in his laboratory.

He cultivated harmful germs on dishes of jelly. Surprisingly, he discovered that the
harmful germs were killed by the mould in the jelly. The organisms in the mould
produced chemical substances which killed the harmful germs. This was a fantastic
discovery in 1928 - a mould that could kill harmful germs! As a result. Dr Flemming
wanted to find the chemical substance made by the mould.

Finally, he found the substance which was three times more effective than carbolic acid.
the disinfectant for killing germs then. The new drug became known as penicillin, afier
the name of the mould. Dr Flemming's next challenge was to produce a large amount of
this antibody for use on his patients.

He continued with his experiments. With the outbreak of the Second World War. his drug
was very much in demand. Subsequently, his wonder drug was produced in great
amounts. The persons responsible were Professor Sir Howard Florey who introduced its
use for healing patients, and Dr E. Chain who studied it in detail.

With the discovery of penicillin by Dr Flemming, fewer people died from bacteria
infection. His drug had alleviated the sufferings of mankind and indeed saved the lives of
millions. Hailed as one of the world's greatest contributors to medical science, he had
made it possible not only to treat diseases but to prevent them too. His drug can be
applied to animals as well. Therefore. if you had been treated for diseases such as
pneumonia, influenza and gum infection by antibiotics, you have Dr Flemming to thank
for.

[n recognition of his brilliant discovery, Dr Flemming was knighted. a reward richly
befitting his contribution to mankind.

Forty-one-year old Ramesh Shah was the last person you’d expect to have a mini-
stroke. A vegetarian and a teetotaller, the Vapi, the Gujarat, engineer exercised regularly.

Poaching, which means illegal hunting or catching of animals from forests, is
rampant across India. We have not learnt any lesson from the extinction of the tiger in
Sariska in 2004. In a way, Sariska has become a forgotten story. By 2008, every tiger
in the prestigious tiger reserve of Panna in Madhya Pradesh has gone extinct. No
one learnt a lesson from Sariska or the detailed report that the Central Bureau of
Investigation (CBI) submitted or the recommendations of that report.

The CBI report was very clear that the safety of tigers was dependent on minimal
human disturbance inside core areas in order that poachers were not able to use the
villager's homes as safe houses to operate from. Therefore, villages had to be
relocated. The report also talked about the unfit nature of forest guards, the lack of
training and vacancies and the possible nexus that could be existing between
poachers and forest staff. Till all these issues were dealt with, it was impossible to
make Sariska safe for tigers. It was also clearly stated that scientific monitoring of
tiger numbers was essential to detect problems and prevent inflated figures given by
forest officers.

Exactly what the CBI said after Sariska was true for the whole of India.
Conservationists had been saying much the same for 25 years but with little
response. Panna was yet another example of how endless denial of the crisis by the
forest department and the senior bureaucracy only accelerated the death of the tiger.
Those responsible for the safety of the tiger were turning a blind eye and a deaf ear
to the problem and even CBI reports were being ignored. In both cases of Sariska
and Panna those responsible were never held answerable or accountable. In fact,

If you thought the world of chaiwallahs is too mundane to merit academic interest,
talk to two scholars from the US, Zach Marks and Resham Laihana Gellataly- and
they will prove you wrong.

Marks and Gellatly found themselves drawn to the people who served them chai at
various places. Marks says he owes his interest in chaiwallahs to a Nepali woman
who used to bring him his cup of tea while he was teaching at a government
school. Gallatly, on the other hand, used to have chai at a kiosk outside the school
where she was teaching.

Travelling across the country, the researcher duo also noted how the process of
making chai differs from place to place. “In north India, they throw in all the
ingredients into the pan and let the concoction boil until the tea is ready. In Tamil
Nadu, on the other hand, the tea is brewed in boiling water, while the milk is
heated separately and added to the tea in the cup according to the customer’s
taste,” says Marks. “We were told that the letter method derives from the filter-
coffee culture in south India, where the decoction is brewed separately.”

However, the two agree it was in Kolkata that they found the tea they loved best.
“There are some excellent tea stalls near the Tea Board office. Some of them
serve their own unique blends, with a dash of Darjeeling thrown in,” says Gellatly.
“We also love the lemon tea you get in the city.”

The Great Wall of China is said to be the one structure built on the earth by man on
earth, which could be visible to observe on the moon. It covers a distance of 1500
miles. From the Liaotung Pennisula Westward to the last fortress in Central Asia, it
crosses the northern province of China. In the eastern section its height varies from
15 to 30 feet, and its width from about 25 feet at the bottom to 15 feet at the top,
where there is a pathway wide enough for six horse- men to ride side by side
protected by parapets. When the wall was first but it had about 25000 towers each 40
feet square and 40 feet high projecting from it every few hundred yards, with holes
from which the defenders could shoot at attackers. There were also many watch-
towers on the enemy side, outside the wall on hilltops or passes. These and the
towers of the wall were used for signaling with smoke or flags by day & with fire by
night. The great Emperor Shih Huang Li joined these earlier frontier walls to form a
great wall to act as boundary between China & the north and keep out the feared
nomads of The Mongolian Steppes. The wall was designed to strengthen the nation’s

defences. Later it became in Ming times, a substitute for a strong army and state.

Construction was started in about 221 B.C. and the structure was practically
completed when Shih Huang Li died in 210 B.C. The man who did maost in carrying
out the emperor’'s plans was General Meng Ledn who in 221 B.C. led an expedition
against the Tartars and drove them back from the Yellow River into the Steppes, and
set his men to work on building the wall. They were joined by thousands of Convicts.
Year in and year out in icy winds and snow storms in winter and in dust storms in
summer, the work went on and so many men died. The wall therefore was sometimes
called the Longest Cemetery in the world. The core of the wall is earth and stone,
faced with bricks and set in a stone foundation. In hilly place the design was altered;
two parallel ditches were drug out of the rake, 25 feet apart and great blocks of stone
were laid in the benches to a height of several feet. Along each said of these stones,
baked bricks about 2 feet long were laid at right angles to the face of the wall, joined
together with a white mortal so hard that no nail could be driven in to it.
