TAKE ACTION ON GUN CONTROL
SENATOR CALL LIST AND SCRIPT

Two gun control bills passed by House Democrats in March 2021 — HR 8, which would
expand background checks, and HR 1446, which would increase the background check

waiting period — are currently stalled in the Senate due largely to Republican opposition.

Below are the 52 Senators — 50 Republicans and two Democrats — opposed to

suspending the filibuster to pass gun control legislation with a simple majority. They

are standing in the way.

If you, like us, feel passionately about stopping gun violence, call these senators and
demand action. When calls come into a lawmaker's office, staff typically takes notes
and relays not only on the subject, but also daily number of calls received on the topic.
The more calls on a particular topic, the more lawmakers know it's important to their
constituents.

can also add any personal reasons for calling.

SAMPLE PHONE SCRIPT

Hello, my name is [YOUR NAME HERE]. I'm from Brooklyn, NY 11205. I'm calling Senator
[LAST NAME] about bills H.R. 8 and H.R. 1446, which would enhance background
checks and background check waiting periods. This is common-sense,
majority-supported legislation. | strongly encourage Senator [LAST NAME] to suspend
the filibuster, unblock these bills, and take immediate, life-saving action to reduce gun

violence. This is more critical now than ever before. Thank you for sharing my message.
