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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS​
 

How do I pay? 
With a check or cash (and credit cards for some 
items like sports activity pass and fines).   

●​ Yearbooks can be purchased anytime during 
the school year.  

●​ School pictures for freshmen through 
juniors are taken for the yearbook on 
August 22.   

●​ The Sports Activity pass allows a student 
into home and FHSD games only (except 
GAC or district tournaments).  The cost of 
the pass is $30.00. 

What if there is a problem with the schedule? 
For problems with the class schedule such as an incomplete schedule or classes missing from the 
schedule, please contact the guidance office at 851-4789 beginning in the second week of August  to 
ensure the problem can be addressed before the first day of school.    

For other requests, such as changes in classes, lunches, etc, all parents must first complete the 
Online Registration Annual Verification (Click here for more information) before such requests can 
be considered.  Once the ORAV is completed, students or parents may submit requests to 
counselors to be addressed as counselors register transfer students, communicate with staff on 
emergent student needs, and engage other time specific duties before the school year begins.   
FHHS counselors will do their best to meet with students about these requests during an extremely 
busy time of the year in the guidance office and FHHS appreciates student and parent patience and 
understanding in meeting requests within the available time and schedule constraints.      

 

Where do I find the bus stop and bus pickup time for my student?  
Bus schedules will be available via online parent portal Infinite Campus accounts.  Parents must log 
in through a parent account. 

Transition Day is August 14th from 7:20 to 11:30 AM. What is Transition Day? 
This is very similar to the Transition Day your student may have experienced at middle school.  All 
freshmen students are invited to an abbreviated day to experience life at high school without the 
distraction of upperclassmen on campus.  Small groups of freshmen are assigned to Viking Edge 
Mentors.  These mentors are upperclassmen who are trained and work with their assigned groups 
throughout the freshmen year during Freshmen Forums.  The mentors will be taking students on 
tours of the buildings so they will be comfortable finding the Guidance Office, Nurses’ Office, 
Administrators’ Offices, Library, Attendance, etc.

Freshmen will follow their schedule that day including using the cafeteria and learning about the 
various food lines and options.  Students may use their lunch accounts or bring money for lunch on 
transition day.    

How will my student get to Transition Day? 
The district will provide transportation to and from Transition Day. 

How much is lunch and how do I pay for it? 
●​ Standard meal of entrée, two sides, and drink 
●​ Cost $3.25 
●​ Deli Line 
●​ Salsa Line 
●​ Market Creations – menu changes each day 
●​ Snack Bar – ala carte

Can I prepay my student’s lunch account? 
You may send a check made out to Sodexo and your student can give it to the cashier.  The money 
will be loaded into your student’s account and can be accessed with the student’s ID number. You 
can go to the District website (https://www.fhsdschools.org/) > Programs/Services > Nutrition 
Services. Click on the tab “add money to your students lunch account web store”. You will need your 
student’s ID number to add money to the account. Free and Reduced lunch information is also 
accessible on the Nutrition Services page. 

Does my student need a uniform for PE?  Where will his/her item be kept during PE? 
Students need to have a change of comfortable clothes and socks and tennis shoes for PE classes.  
No jewelry, including earrings can be worn during class.  Keep in mind the dress code concerning 
inappropriate logos or slogans on t-shirts, etc.  Lockers and locks are assigned in the PE class so 
personal belongings and valuables can be secured. 

How do I find out what supplies are needed for each class? 
Teachers may have a list on their web site, but generally will give out that information the first day of 
school and at parent open house on August 12 at 6:00 p.m.   

We very much encourage all students to have an assignment calendar/planner to help students stay 
organized and meet deadlines in all their classes, school, community and family activities. 

Will you have a Homework Hotline like the Middle School? 
No, we do not have a Homework Hotline. Some teachers have assignments listed on their websites 
and others do not. Generally, teachers have the week’s assignments posted in their classroom for 
students to put in their assignment planner. 

How do I contact my student’s teachers if I need to? 
You can go to the staff directory (https://fhhs.fhsdschools.org/about/staff-directory1) on the FHHS 
website under the “About” section. Each teacher’s e-mail address, phone number and website 
connection is posted. Please give teachers/staff 24 hours to reply. 
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How do I contact my student’s counselor? 
Under the FHHS website go to the Academics section, click on Resources & Supports and click on 
meet the counselors. 

How often will my student receive grades?  
A grade report is generated every four weeks and available on Infinite Campus (IC). The dates grades 
are posted are on the District website (https://www.fhsdschools.org/). Semester grade reports are 
posted in January and June; all grade reports are accessible on the parent portal system. An app for 
IC for smart phones is available. 

Will you have Parent Portal like the Middle Schools? 
Yes. The District’s Parent Portal on Infinite Campus enables parents to view/monitor their student’s 
grades. If you need your ID and password, please contact the school at 636.851.4760. This is a very 
valuable tool for parents to assist them in monitoring their student’s progress. Please make the ID 
and password accessible to students so they can take part in the responsibility of monitoring their 
own progress. 

When is Open House and what can I expect? 
Open House is on August 12.  Parents are asked to bring a copy of their student’s class schedule and 
meet in their child’s first hour class at 6:00 p.m.  In the classrooms, each teacher will present 
valuable information concerning class expectations and goals as well as discussion of the curriculum 
being taught. 

My student is interested in sports, band, competitive speech, choir or another MSHSAA 
sanctioned activity.  What are the eligibility requirements?  
All incoming 9th graders are automatically eligible for MSHSAA activities. However, students must 
pass 3 credits of classes each semester and have a minimum GPA of 1.5 in order to remain eligible 
for the next semester. 

Does my student need a sports physical? 
Yes, both Marching Band and all Sports activities require a sports physical. You can obtain a copy of 
the sports physical form through the Activities Office or you can simply download a copy of the form 
by going to the Howell Vikings website (https://howellvikings.com/).  

Per new MSHSAA guidelines all physicals are now valid for a period of two years (730 days) from the 
date of issue unless otherwise noted by the doctor. For example, if the date of the physical is 
3/15/2021, the physical will expire on 3/14/2023.

How do I report my student’s absence? 
Parents are asked to call the Attendance Office on the day of the student’s absence, or within 24 
hours of absence at 636-851-4849 or send an email to FHHSAttendance@fhsdschools.org. 

Notes are not accepted for any absences or early dismissals. Students and parents are reminded 
that arriving late and/or leaving early from school creates a loss of valuable instruction time. Parents 
must check their student into school if arriving late or out of school if leaving early through the 
Attendance Office. 

If your child becomes ill at school, you will need to check them out through the Nurse’s office.

How do I request Homework for my student if they are absent? 
Students and parents are encouraged to check their online classroom pages on Canvas for 
assignments or email their teachers directly.  Teachers are given 24 hours to respond to requests 
and updates on Canvas may provide immediate updates.  

If the student is expected to be out for a longer period of time, parents can e-mail teachers or call 
attendance at 636-851-4849 to request homework be sent to attendance. It will take 24 hours to get 
the homework to attendance. Parents can pick homework up between the hours of 6:30 AM and 3:00 

PM Monday through Friday. Parents may also make arrangements on their own to have another student 

pick up the homework.
