Monument. Tickets may be purchased in the Activities Office through April 10. Advance ticket prices are $20 for an 
individual or $35 for a couple, or $20 per person at the door (cash or check only). Students may purchase up to two 
tickets, and only junior and senior students may purchase tickets. Please be prepared to show your school ID and provide 
guest information when purchasing tickets. If your guest is from outside the district, you must complete a guest 
permission form by Thursday, April 16, before tickets can be purchased. Guests must be at least a freshman in high 
school and no older than 20 years old, and all students and guests must show an ID upon entering prom. Formal attire 
is required, so dress your best and get ready for a magical night in Wonderland!  
 
The 2026 Post-Prom Party hosted by Stevens Booster Club is open to all Stevens' students (grades 9-12) with an ID, not 
just those going to prom, from 10pm-12:30am on Saturday, April 18 at the National Guard Recruiting/Armory Building 
near Stevens.
