Road Symbols

Objective and Benefits:

Being at camp helps develop a sense of awareness of all his/her surrounding; when a situation arises (or
something happens), one cannot ignore it. We need Road Symbols to show us which is the correct directions,
to avoid dangerous places. One must be able to distinguish the different Road Symbols in order to prevent
making mistakes or being confused on the road and/or during camp.

Things to Remember When Making Road Symbols:

A. Materials to bring along: knife, chalk, charcoal, spraying paint, etc.

B. Draw/Make Road Symbols at or below eye level on your right side; Road Symbols needs to be easily
noticeable and can easily be detected.

C. After drawing/making the Road Symbols, immediately write them down in a notepad. Remember to go
back and erase/remove these Road Symbols after you have finished playing the game or have no more use
for them.

D. Remember that even though you have drawn/made the Road Symbols, they could be easily erased or
removed if you have placed them directly on the road, drawn them on the sand, etc.

Looking for Road Symbols:

A. Do not blindly guess and just follow the group ahead.

B. Carefully examine each Road Symbol and record it in a notepad.

C. After going a long way and not seeing another Road Symbol, return to the last-seen Road Symbol and
carefully examine the area around it (to see if you had missed detecting another symbol).

Common Road Symbols Need To Be Known:

Use chalk, charcoal etc. to make these symbols. Refer to the picture illustrated in the Vietnamese version.
Conclusion:

If you want your camp members not to be lost on the road and avoid entering a dangerous area, be extremely

careful when you make/draw the Road Symbols. Examine the areas and all the possibilities before allowing
them to play the game to avoid injuries during the game.
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
