●​ WHAT IS A VOCAL CHECK? 
Vocal Checks help us keep track of each singer’s progress.  During these check-ups, we ask our students to 

sing a vocal warm-up (to hear their range), a song from the PCC Spring Concert, and a canon (e.g., Row 

Your Boat). These Vocal Checks  help us to complete the End-of-Year Reports and provide the opportunity 

to make decisions about the student’s placement for the following year.  Placement is based on age and 

vocal development.
