LHS is not responsible for phones, purses, etc. Only 
designated LHS, cap and gown and honor stoles will be approved for 
graduation apparel. No additional adornment may be worn.  Appropriate 
dress attire and shoes must be worn under the cap and gown.  
 
GRADUATION TICKETS 
Each senior will be given 6 tickets for the commencement ceremony at 
Graduation practice. Unfortunately, additional tickets are not available.
