League information-

Edison Boys Baseball League

EBBL is a youth baseball league that serves ages 4-15. The players are broken up into 6
divisions.

Clinic- Ages 4-5 (All 4 year olds and new to baseball 5 year olds). Instructional league-
Players are put on smaller teams and sessions run twice a week. One weeknight and
Saturday mornings. Players are led through stations (hitting, fielding, throwing, base
running...) Sessions last from around 1 hour. As season progresses, game play is
introduced. Players get hats and t-shirts that they can keep. All players should have
gloves and an athletic supporter. The league provides balls, helmets and bats.

TBall- Ages 5-6 (5 year olds who have completed Clinic division) Blended instructional
and game play. Similar to Clinic, players are put on smaller teams and sessions are one
weeknight and Saturday mornings. Coaches lead players through an instructional drill
(hitting, fielding, throwing...) then move onto gameplay. Sessions last around 1 hour with
sessions lasting longer as the season progresses. Players are given hats and t-shirts to
keep. All players should have gloves and athletic supporters. The league provides balls,
helmets and bats.

PeeWee- Ages 7-8. Players are placed on teams and are introduced to full game play
with some modifications. Modifications include, 5 outfielders, no stealing and at times
coach pitch. Players are placed on teams and play two games per week. Players are
provided with uniform shirts, pants and hats. Shirts and pants must be returned at
season’s completion. Players should have gloves, athletic supporters and plastic or
rubber cleats. The league provides helmets and has bats available.

Minors- Ages 9-10. Players are drafted onto teams and play regular games. The
division is 100% player pitched, base stealing is introduced during the two games per
week. Players are provided with uniform shirts, pants and hats. Shirts and pants must be
returned at season’s completion. Players should have gloves, athletic supporters and
plastic or rubber cleats. The league provides helmets and has bats available.

Majors- Ages 11-12. Players are drafted onto teams and play regular games on the
modified 50/70 field. Players can lead and steal all bases. Teams play two games per
week. Players are provided with uniform shirts, pants and hats. Shirts and pants must
be returned at season’s completion. Players should have gloves, athletic supporters and
plastic or rubber cleats. The league provides helmets and has bats available.

Juniors- Ages 13-15. Players are drafted onto teams and play on the full size 60/90
field. Players play regular baseball. They can play up to 2 games per week. Players are
provided with uniform shirts, pants and hats. Shirts and pants must be returned at
season’s completion. Players should have gloves, athletic supporters and metal cleats.
