Most top 4s
Most top 3s
Most top 2s
Most top 1s
Placement last game



Rules:
1. No rank requirement.

2. The player listed on the Top of each group is the lobby leader. The lobby
leader is responsible for inviting the other 7 players to the lobby in each
match.

3. There is a 10 minute grace period after the designated match time to join
the lobby. This timer starts upon the conclusion of the last match
containing a player in that lobby. After those 10 minutes, contact staff and
they will tell you the match may be started with the players available after
the lobby leader has taken a screenshot showing that the missing player
has been invited.

4. Players must play ALL games in every series, failure to do so without

reason may result in a DQ and a potential removal from the tournament at
admin discretion.

5. Players are allowed to stream their matches as long as they have (Boyses
PBE Tournament) in their titles.

Player Conduct

A. Competitive Integrity - Players are expected to try to play to their best ability at
all times within any Boyses TFT match, and to avoid any behavior inconsistent
with the principles of good sportsmanship, honesty, or fair play. The following
categories deemed to violate competitive integrity are prohibited:

a. Failure to show up for a game

b. Griefing/consistently targeting a player

c. Trolling

d. Anything else deemed to be violating competitive integrity will be at the
sole discretion of Boyses.( such as remake lobbies)



. Leaving / AFK - Within their control, players must not forfeit or afk any game
unless it is clear they are eliminated in the current, ongoing round. Additionally,
even if it is clear a player will be eliminated in the current, ongoing round, that
player must ensure that doing so would not affect the placement of another
player. This is to prevent potentially skewing matchups, causing someone else to
miss Playoffs due to points, carousel priority, etc., whether it was intentional or
not.

. Collusion - No player may offer, agree, conspire, or attempt to influence the
competitive integrity of a match by any means.

. Abusive Behavior - Any act of verbal, mental, or physical abuse that makes
another player or staff member feel uncomfortable is prohibited. Players and their
guests (if any) must treat all individuals participating in or spectating a game with
respect. If asked to sTop, repeated etiquette violations will be subjected to this
Rule.

. Harassment - Any act of harassment is forbidden. Harassment is defined as
systematic, hostile and/or repeated acts taking place over a considerable period
of time, or a singular egregious instance, which is/are intended to isolate or
ostracize a person and/or affect the dignity of the person. This includes, but is not
limited to, actions such as spam pinging or emoting in front of another player
over the course of a match.

. Threatening - Any act of threatening is forbidden. This includes, but is not limited
to, written threats, implicit threats, stalking, blackmailing, or exhibition of violent
behavior that makes any person feel uncomfortable or unsafe.

. Sexual Harassment - Sexual harassment is forbidden. Sexual harassment is
defined as unwelcome sexual advances. The assessment is based on whether a
reasonable person would regard the conduct as undesirable or offensive. There
is zero tolerance for any sexual threats/coercion or the promise of advantages in
exchange for sexual favors.

. Discrimination & Denigration - Players may not offend the dignity or integrity of
a country, private person or group of people through contemptuous,
discriminatory or denigrating words or actions on account of race, skin color,
ethnic, national or social origin, gender, language, religion, political opinion or any
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other opinion, financial status, birth or any other status, sexual orientation or any
other additional reason deemed of similar scope by staff.

Obligation to Report - ALL members have an obligation to report any/all forms

of Rule violations with evidence of misconduct. Unless expressly stated
otherwise, offenses and infringements of these Rules are punishable, whether or
not they were committed intentionally. Knowledge of any Rule infringement and
failure to report any such offenses or violations is also punishable.

Perjury - If an Admin contacts a player to discuss an investigation, the player is

obligated to tell the truth. This involves players withholding information or
misleading staff to create an obstruction of the investigation.

Miscellaneous - To the extent a conduct is not addressed or contemplated,

Boyses is empowered to enforce a miscellaneous violation not addressed by the
Rulebook or Riot’s Terms of Service.

Violation of Conduct and Appeal - Any violation defined above will be
subjected to penalties.

. Penalties - Upon Rule violations, Boyses will issue the following punishments in

order of severity:
a. Player
i.  Warning(s)
i.  Final Warnings
iii.  Disqualification from Tournament
iv.  Permanent ban from Boyses TFT Events
