Middle School Student Release Policy 
 

State Legislation governing after-school programs for middle schools funded by After School Education and Safety Program 

and/or 21st Century Community Learning Centers mandates that such programs must operate from the close of school every 

school day until 5:45 p.m.  Programs in schools that dismiss students after 3:00 p.m. must operate a minimum of 3 hours per 

day.  It is expected that middle school students attend 5 days a week and stay for the full duration of the program. In the event 

that a student is participating in other extracurricular activities during program hours, the parent/guardian or authorized person 

(18 years or older who is on the student’s emergency card) may pick up his/her child or may authorize the child to sign out of 

the program. 

 

At the end of each program day, middle school students may sign themselves out of the program and walk home once this 

form has been completed and returned to the Site Coordinator.
