Christ is Risen! He is Risen Indeed!

The Angel Announced It

Matthew 28:5-6 The angel said to the women, "Do not be afraid; for | know that you are looking for
Jesus who has been crucified. 6 "He is not here, for He has risen, just as He said. Come, see the place

where He was lying.

The Apostles Witnessed It

Luke 24:33-35 And they got up that very hour and returned to Jerusalem, and found gathered together
the eleven and those who were with them, 34_saying, "The Lord has really risen and has appeared to
Simon." 35 They began to relate their experiences on the road and how He was recognized by them in
the breaking of the bread. 36 While they were telling these things, He Himself stood in their midst and
*said to them, "Peace be to you." 37 But they were startled and frightened and thought that they were
seeing a spirit. 38 And He said to them, "Why are you troubled, and why do doubts arise in your
hearts?

1 Corinthians 15:3-8 For | delivered to you as of first importance what | also received, that Christ died

for our sins according to the Scriptures, 4_and that He was buried, and that He was raised on the third
day according to the Scriptures, 5 and that He appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. 6 After that

He appeared to more than five hundred brethren at one time, most of whom remain until now, but
some have fallen asleep; 7 then He appeared to James, then to all the apostles; 8 and last of all, as to
one untimely born, He appeared to me also.

13 But if there is no resurrection of the dead,
n ven Christ h n raised; 14_and if Christ has n n rai hen our preaching is vain r
faith also is vain. “

1 Corinthians 15:19-20 “If we have hoped in Christ in this life only, we are of all men most to be
pitied. 20_But now Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who are asleep.”

Revelation 1:12-18 Then | turned to see the voice that was speaking with me. And having turned | saw
seven golden lampstands; 13 and in the middle of the lampstands / saw one like a son of man, clothed in
a robe reaching to the feet, and girded across His chest with a golden sash. 14 His head and His hair
were white like white wool, like snow; and His eyes were like a flame of fire. 15 His feet were like
burnished bronze, when it has been made to glow in a furnace, and His voice was like the sound of many
waters. 16 In His right hand He held seven stars, and out of His mouth came a sharp two-edged sword;
and His face was like the sun shining in its strength. 17 When | saw Him, | fell at His feet like a dead man.

The Risen Christ is the Guarantor of the New Covenant — Salvation by grace through Faith in His Blood

Hebrews 7:22 so much the more also Jesus has become the guarantee of a better covenant. 23 The
former priests, on the one hand, existed in greater numbers because they were prevented by death from
continuing, 24 but Jesus, on the other hand, because He continues forever, holds His priesthood
permanently. 25 Therefore He is able also to save forever those who draw near to God through Him,
since He always lives to make intercession for them. 26 For it was fitting for us to have such a high
priest, holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners and exalted above the heavens; 27 who does
not need daily, like those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first for His own sins and then for the sins of
the people, because this He did once for all when He offered up Himself. 28 For the Law appoints men
as high priests who are weak, but the word of the oath, which came after the Law, appoints a Son, made
perfect forever.

The original word used in the Bible for “guarantee” - properly means, a bondsman; one who pledges his
name, property, or influence, that a certain thing shall be done. When a contract is made, debt
contracted, or a note given, a friend often becomes the “security” in the case and is himself responsible
if the terms of the contract are not complied with.

We need no guarantee that God will be faithful concerning the covenant — Jesus is the guarantee
that our failings and need for forgiveness will never break the new covenant.

Romans 8:31-39 “What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who is against us? 32 He who
did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him over for us all, how will He not also with Him freely give us
all things? 33 Who will bring a charge against God's elect? God is the one who justifies; 34 who is the
one who condemns? Christ Jesus is He who died, ves, rather who was raised, who is at the right hand
of God, who also intercedes for us. 35 Who will separate us from the love of Christ? Will tribulation, or

distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 36 Just as it is written, "FOR YOUR
SAKE WE ARE BEING PUT TO DEATH ALL DAY LONG; WE WERE CONSIDERED AS SHEEP TO BE
SLAUGHTERED." 37 But in all these things we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who loved us. 38
For | am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor
things to come, nor powers, 39 nor height, nor depth, nor any other created thing, will be able to
separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.”
